      Who is Jesus Christ?               Dr. J. Allen Blair

Who is Jesus Christ to you?  Is He your Savior and Lord, or simply a man who lived like the rest of us?  How you answer these questions will give some enlightenment about your future destiny.  I hope you’ll stay with us.

Maybe you will agree with a man with whom I spoke who boldly declared that his scholarship would not permit him to accept the Bible teaching of Christ as the Son of God.

Now let’s think about this for a few minutes.  Where do we get wisdom and knowledge anyway?  Is it purely the result of scientific research?  Why, everything we know about our universe and all that’s in it has been revealed through the mercy and grace of God.  What we know is almost nothing in comparison to that which we do not know.  Where do we get wisdom?  Solomon (one of the wisest men who ever lived) gave us the answer many centuries ago.  He said, in Proverbs 2:6, The LORD giveth wisdom:  out of his mouth cometh knowledge and understanding.  All we know about anything is the gift of Almighty God.  Only what He has revealed in His providence and grace is our possession.  The rest will never be known, unless He gives us further understanding.

Now, coming to the question “Who is Jesus Christ?” let me tell you who Jesus Christ is.  He is the eternal Son of God who created the heavens and the earth.  He existed eternally with the Father and came to earth to die for the sins of all who would believe on Him.  He proved the fact of His deity by His sinless character and mighty miracles.  After dying on the Cross for our sins, He was buried; but death and the grave could not hold Him.  He arose again and, today, He sits at the right hand of God the Father, waiting for the appointed time when He shall come again.

Now perhaps (like others) you have difficulty trying to fathom all this out.  You will never understand it until you submit your heart and life to Jesus Christ.  It is impossible to understand spiritual truth with a finite mind.  What Paul said years ago is absolutely true:  The natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God for they are foolishness unto him; neither can he know them because they are spiritually discerned.  Regardless of how brilliant you may be or how many degrees you possess, such things do not qualify you to be an authority on God.  He is not found or known through mere human ability or wisdom.

Probably the greatest single source of information in the world is the Library of Congress in Washington, D.C.  If its shelves could be placed end to end, they would extend from Washington to New York City with enough shelves left over to make a pile into the air higher than the Empire State Building.  The Library of Congress contains millions of volumes.  Suppose someone were able to read every one of these volumes in the Library of Congress.  He would still be in no position to understand the simple truth that by believing on Jesus Christ, the eternal Son of God, we are forever delivered from our sins.  Wise men, brilliant thinkers, philosophers, scientists, and many others, have stumbled over the simplicity of God’s message of salvation.  Understanding spiritual truth is a matter of the heart and not of the head.  

I heard of a brilliant lawyer in New York City who had no trouble believing most of the facts of the Gospel, but he could not accept the truth of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead.  A minister asked for the privilege of presenting the proof to the lawyer.  The lawyer took the material offered and studied it thoroughly.  Later, he returned to the minister, and said, “I am convinced that Jesus Christ really did rise from the dead.  But,” he added, “I am no nearer becoming a Christian than I was before.  I thought the difficulty was in my head.  I find it is really with my heart.”  

Many others have made a similar discovery.  We do not find God and His peace through Christ by means of the intellect.  Only as we come to Him willing to humble ourselves in His sight -- realizing that the fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom -- can we be saved.  

One of the things all of us need to learn is that, by nature, man is devoid of any spiritual intuition that will enable him to know the mind of God.  A man may be an intellectual giant in many branches of learning, but an infant in his knowledge of God’s great plan of salvation.  Men can talk at great length about politics and current events.  They can chatter profusely in the field of sports.  But, when it comes to understanding the truth of life through Christ, they know absolutely nothing.  Do not let your intellect become a stumbling block.  Make it a stepping stone into a life of greater usefulness by humbly bowing at the feet of the Lord Jesus Christ.  

We read, in Matthew 16:26, For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul? or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?  Why, there’s nothing more important in the world than coming to Christ for salvation.  What does a man profit in this world, if he knows all about botany, and does not have in his life the beauty of Jesus the Rose of Sharon?  What does a man profit, if he can look through a telescope lens and can talk to you about astronomy, if He does not know Jesus the Bright and Morning Star and Jesus the Son of righteousness?  What does a man profit, if he knows about the ages of the rocks, and does not know the Rock of Ages?  Many have sought to find peace and satisfaction through their own intellectual approach to things only to discover, in the end, that their thoughts about the matter were decidedly contrary to the real Way.   No life can be complete without Christ.  

God says, in Colossians 2:10, Ye are complete in him.  This is so true.  Those of us who have believed on the Lord Jesus can say with assuring confidence that Christ truly satisfies and makes life worth living.  There is no reason for anyone to fall short of God’s wonderful salvation, for He freely offers the gift of life to all who will trust in the Son of God.  The Bible tells us the whole story.  We’re not left to grope about in the darkness of spiritual ignorance.  God has revealed His mind in His word.  The whole story is plainly stated.  So, man is without excuse.
