If you have difficulty conceiving of a personal God, what alternative do you have?  Surely you don’t think the world in which you live just simply happened.  Everything requires a maker: the house you live in, the car you drive, the watch on your wrist.  Could anything as complex as our world appear without a maker who designed it and sustains it?  

Often, I have tried to put myself in the place of the unbeliever in an attempt to understand why he doesn’t believe.  Well, in a sense, I can understand why some people don’t believe certain things.  But how can anyone reject the idea of a personal Creator?  I have never been able to understand this.  

Many centuries ago, Job wrote, But ask now the beasts, and they shall teach thee; and the fowls of the air, and they shall tell thee:  Or speak to the earth, and it shall teach thee: and all the fishes of the sea shall declare unto thee.  Who knoweth not in all these things that the hand of the LORD hath wrought this?  (Job 12:7-9)  It would seem that if anyone with an open mind were to consider the marvelous intricacies in the creation of the animals, the birds, and the inhabitants of the sea, he would be convinced of the reality of God.

The remarkable evidence of creation about us demands a supernatural creator.  Certainly no one would be foolish enough to say that man carved the lofty snow-capped mountains; that he made the tall trees; that he provides the wind that blows through the trees.  We did not set the stars in the sky, nor the moon, nor the sun.  And what about the colorful flowers, with their fragrance? the brooks, the rivers and the water falls?  Who of us has not been thrilled as we stood watching the beauties of the sunset?  Could any human make such a thing?  And what about the tens of thousands of mysterious forms filling the soil, the fields of the earth?  Who produced all these?  The mind of man is superior to that of the beast, and the human mind is remarkable; but who produced the mind?  This unshakable evidence for the existence of a personal creator cannot be shoved aside.  Psalm 19:1 says, The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his handiwork.  Wherever we look we see the proof of God. 

On occasion, we have heard the question that if there is a personal God, when did He begin?  Well, the answer to this is that He always existed.  He is eternal.  We are told in the Bible (the only book in the world that reveals the mind of God) that before the mountains were brought forth, or ever God hadst formed the earth and the world, even from everlasting to everlasting, thou art God.  Psalm 90:2

The mountains have outlasted the generations of all those who have lived on them, but the time will come when even the mountains will be removed.  We read in one of the prophetic passages speaking of the future (Revelation 16:20) that the mountains were not found.    Severe judgment is coming on the earth and the mountains will disappear.  But one thing is certain:  God will never disappear.  He existed long before the mountains, and He will continue long after the mountains.  
There is a God even though our finite minds may not be able to comprehend everything about Him.  He is everywhere sustaining His creation, bringing to pass His purposes which will ultimately result in His will being done on earth as it is in heaven.  The God who created the heavens and the earth and all that is in the heavens and on the earth is not only a God of order and intelligence, but a God of purpose.  He created every human with a purpose.  Man is more than an animal.  He was created in the likeness and the image of His Creator, with a soul, with an eternal destiny.  He is more than a glob of flesh.  He is inhabited by a soul that will never die.
Some years ago, several young men while visiting in Washington,went to the National Museum of Natural History.  On one of the display cabinets was a label with these words, “The body of a man weighing 154lbs.”  “Where is the man,” asked one of the young men.  No one answered him.  In the cabinet were two jars of water and other jars in which were phosphate of lime, carbonate of lime, potassium, sodium, and other chemicals.  Another section held a row of clear glass jars filled with gases:  hydrogen, oxygen, and nitrogen.  The materials in those cabinets were given in exact proportion as combined in an ordinary person.   After looking at the assortment for some time in silence, one of the young men said, “And that is what I am made of?  That is all that goes to make me?”  “That’s all,” said a bystander, with a smile, and then he walked away.  But the young man did not smile.  He said, “If that is all that is needed, we should be exactly alike.  Indeed there must be something more which cannot be put into jars.”  

That young man was absolutely correct.  If man were nothing but the components that were lined up in the cabinets, then it would be easy for our scientists to make a man.  But it cannot be done.  Why?  Well the answer is found in Genesis 2:7, The LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.  This verse does not say man became a body.  He became a soul.  Certainly he has a body in which the soul resides, but God created man for far more than just a few short years on this earth with its laughter, sorrow, enjoyment, and pain.  The eternal God who creates humans created them for eternity.  
The God who created the universe is Christ, whom He sent to this earth to prepare a way into eternity for all who believe on Him.  Jesus Christ came into the world not to set an example, but to offer Himself as a sacrifice for sin; that all who trust in Him may have eternal life, and spend eternity in His Presence.  God has an unchangeable plan for the world, but not for the world only.  God is interested in more than just the big things.  He is interested in every individual.  He is concerned about our problems and our difficulties.  For this reason, He has provided a plan of salvation whereby anyone who receives Christ may be delivered from his sins and become the possessor of everlasting life.

Even though you may not understand all of this, take God at His word.  Trust in His Beloved Son.  Ask Jesus to come into your life, that He might be your Savior and Lord (if you never have).
