When I was a boy and my grandfather used to take me fishing in his boat, when we reached our destination, the first thing he always did was drop the anchor.  And there we stayed until he decided to move to another spot or go on home.  Well the anchor did its job all day long.  Later in life I read in Hebrews 6:19 about the anchor of the soul.  I found that when we put our faith and trust in Jesus Christ, we are anchored securely in the Rock of God, never to drift in tides of sin.

Do you realize that most of us worry at least twice as much as we pray?  We read twice as much as we pray.  We talk twice as much as we pray.  We run around all day long like frantic ants trying to keep life right-side up when what we really should do is run around less and pray more.

Did you ever hear the name of George Mueller?  This saint of God has ever been one of the top-most examples of a man who proved his implicit trust in God through prayer.  George Mueller (who founded the remarkable orphanage in Bristol, England, that was so used of God in caring for hundreds) was asked one time if he had always found the Lord faithful to His promise.  Here is his answer.  
Always.  God has never failed me.  For nearly 70 years, every need in connection with this work has been supplied.  The orphans from the first day until now have numbered 9500, but they have never wanted for a meal.  Hundreds of times we have commenced the day without a penny, but our Heavenly Father has sent supplies the minute they were actually required.  During all these years, I have been able to trust in the living God alone.  Millions of dollars have been sent to me in answer to prayer.  We have needed many thousands of dollars in one year and it has always come when needed.  No one can say we ever asked for a penny.  We have no committees, no collectors and no endowment.  All has come in answer to believing prayer.
Listen.  What God did for George Mueller, He will do for anyone who fully trusts Him and believes on His Son.  I’ll say it again.  What God did for Mueller He will do for anyone who fully trusts Him and believes on His Son.  But we must trust Him.  This is the requisite.  
Now many people pray, but their prayers are never heard because they are praying incorrectly.  We must pray through Jesus Christ, the Bible tells us.  And, before we can pray through Christ, we must know Christ as our Savior and Lord.  That means we must personally receive Him into our lives as the One who died on the Cross and rose again for our salvation.  You see, He did this for you and me.  He didn’t die for His own sin because He didn’t have any sin.  We must acknowledge the fact of Him – that we have sinned and that He is the Savior and that we want Him to be our Savior and our Lord personally.  Our only approach to God is through His Son Jesus Christ.  Jesus said that no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.  We read, in 1 Timothy 2:5, For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus; and Jesus made this so clear in so many places in the Bible that our approach to God is through the Son.  He said, in John 15:7, If ye abide in me (Jesus), and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you.  Anyone who tries to pray without Christ in his life is wasting his time for God will not hear this kind of prayer, nor will it be answered.  Successful prayer begins with the Lord Jesus Christ.

Now maybe it seems as though the whole world has been crowding in on you.  Possibly, there has been sickness, financial troubles, or other heartaches of various kinds.  I want to tell you that Christ is a sympathetic high priest.  He can take all your troubles and burdens and tie them in a bundle and throw them so far away that you will never be able to see them again if only you will give Him a chance to work in your life.  He wants to care for your needs.  He is a faithful friend who wants to help.  The Bible says that He is a friend that sticketh closer than a brother.  If you receive Him as your Lord, you will be securely anchored to the Rock of our salvation.

Now, let me ask, have you ever had the pleasure of visiting Boulder Dam?  If you have, doubtless you marveled at its solidity.  It is built down into solid rock and it is built into the sides of the mountains on either side, into solid rock – hard granite.  Thus far, it has stood every test put to it by billions of gallons of water piled behind those great walls of concrete and steel.  Contrast with Boulder Dam, however, the St. Francis Dam in Santa Clara Valley, 35 miles above Los Angeles.  It was well-anchored on the sides, but the mountains were of shale and adobe.  Many protests were made by people when the dam was built, but the chief engineer said it was safe.  But, on March 12, 1928, the dam broke.  The water oozed out along both sides of the dam and gave way.  That night, 700 lives were lost and millions of dollars worth of damage was done by one of the worst floods in American history.  
May I tell you, believers in the Lord Jesus Christ are well-anchored in the Rock of God?  We can safely trust in Christ.  He will keep back the onrush of sin, guilt and the wrath of God.  In Christ, we are safe.  In a universe in which sin has entered and done its devastating work, the only place of security is in the Son of God, Jesus Christ.  
Are you in Him?  Do you know Him as your very own?  Can you say with absolute assurance, “I know I am saved; I know all is well with my soul”?  If you have truly trusted in Christ, you can say this.  For God says, in John 3:36, He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life.  And, in John 5:24, Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.  Christ can give you new life, just now.  If you’ve never received Him, let Him do it, as we bow our heads in prayer.
Our Blessed God, I thank You for the truth of the Gospel.  Only the Gospel of Christ can transform lives and make us new creatures in Christ.  May many believe on Him today and have this great experience which changes lives and makes us men and women of God.   I ask this in Christ’s blessed name.  Amen.
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
