I have known of some people who have said, “There is no God,” but I don’t know of anyone who could prove it.  We ought not to rest our ideas on such an important subject on what we hear, but should investigate it ourselves.  And when we investigate, let’s not leave out the Bible – for therein is the eternal word of God.

Is there an eternal God in the universe, or are we our own god?  Well, to listen to some people, we might think we are our own god and that humans are the source of everything that is worthwhile and good.  But turning to the Scriptures, on the other hand, we get the opposite view that there is an eternal God who created the heavens and the earth; who, at the same time, reigns over His Creation.  Now I don’t know which view you embrace, but having studied both views quite thoroughly I am firmly convinced that there is an Almighty God who created all things good and is personally concerned about every human on this earth.  
The first verse of the Bible answers my question about Creation:  In the beginning, God created the heaven and the earth.  This verse states clearly that in the very beginning (when nothing existed), God was there.  I spent four years in a college where the creationist viewpoint was not taught or discussed.  The humanist’s theory of evolution was the basic answer in every course as to how the world and everything in it came to be.  One could very easily have gone through the four-year college course without even knowing that there was a creationist point of view.  But in spite of all that I was taught, I came to the conclusion that nothing regarding the humanist’s view could in any way compare with what the Bible teaches.  One need only be practical about the matter and the questions can be answered.

I recall reading of a medical student who was confused about what to believe because of what she was being taught which conflicted with her ideas concerning Creation.  One day, she was performing her routine duties in the anatomy room -- making notes while studying the human body; the dead bodies before her had little meaning since she could not visualize the lives they had been.  But over the days and weeks, as she worked on human bodies who had been stilled by death, things began to crystallize in her mind.  She was working on an arm and hand; studying the perfect mechanical arrangements of the muscles and tendons:  how the sheaths of certain muscles were split to let tendons of other muscles through; that the hand might be delicate, and small, and yet powerful.  One day, while working in the laboratory alone, the overwhelming belief came upon her that a thing like this could not be the result of chance, but a part of a very well-directed plan – a plan so big that only God could have conceived it.  Her doubts were erased.  Her questions were answered.  Though her religion had been a matter of form without sincere conviction, suddenly, there was a change.  She recognized God as the personal being who in His divine wisdom created not only the universe, but human life; and with divine wisdom created the remarkable human body, with all its abilities.
Religious form suddenly became living belief in the God who is alive and deeply concerned about all of us.  You see, we humans cannot create a world.  In fact, just the opposite:  With war, bloodshed, murder, violence, crime, destruction, rape, abortion, divorce, drugs, promiscuity, and all the rest, humans are doing their best to degrade the marvelous Creation of God.  How tragic that multitudes of people give no thought or have no concern for the God who made them.  Likewise, they are allowing their children to be taught (in many cases) by those who embrace the humanist viewpoint by using text-books that say nothing about the Creator of the universe.  

A similar attitude toward God existed in the days of Noah, you may remember.  In fact, conditions degenerated to such a low level that God (with the exception of Noah and his family) destroyed the entire civilization with a flood.  There is no question about this being fact or fiction.  We have the evidence.  We know it is fact.  Listen to what Jesus said, as recorded in Luke 17:26, As it was in the days of Noah, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of man.  This verse is referring to the time when Christ will again appear on this earth.  That time will be the days of the Son of man.  
Among other things Christ will do when He returns, He will judge the world in righteousness.  All the wicked will be judged.  By wicked is meant “all who have failed to put their faith and trust in Jesus Christ as the Son of God.”  After their judgment, they will be cast into hell; the earth will be completely purged with fire; all that man made and did will be destroyed.  Those of every generation and age who trusted in the Living Christ will be with Him for ever.  Just as God had a plan when He made your body (with its muscles, bones, nerves, blood and skin) and gave you life, He is even more concerned that you experience eternal life.  In fact, this is why He sent His Son to the Cross to die for your sins, that you might be made worthy of Heaven (for there is no sin in Heaven).  

Possibly, you mind is so steeped in the evolutionary theory that you find it hard to accept the Creation story.  The evolutionary theory has been explained to you with such finesse and completeness that it appears to be highly plausible.  Well, this may be true for two reasons:  First, you have heard nothing about the loopholes (and there are many).  Secondly, you haven’t studied the Bible; you don’t know what God says in the Scriptures.  May I invite you to broaden your knowledge by reading one book out of the Bible:  The Gospel According to John.  It is the fourth gospel of the New Testament.  One of the first things that is said in the first chapter is found in verses 3 and 4:  All things were made by him (that is, Jesus Christ); and without him was not any thing made that was made.  In him was life; and the life was the light of men.  How do we know it is true that all things were made by Him and that He is the author of life?  Well, let me ask another question:  How do I know it is not true?  Thus, at this point, we are in the middle.  We have no proof for either side.  But let me just say this:  I know it is true for several reasons.  First of all, many years ago Jesus Christ changed my life.  He changed my entire lifestyle (which was on the downgrade).  He gave me peace and happiness – so much so that I’ve never wanted to revert to the old life again.  
I have learned over the years that He is everything as He said in the Bible.  He lived a holy life without sin.  Even His worst enemies tried in every possible way to find something wrong with Him.  But they were completely unsuccessful.  There are no perfect humans; but Jesus Christ knew no sin, He did no sin, and in Him there was no sin.  Jesus Christ went to the Cross and He died for the sins of every human.  He paid a price for you and me that we could never pay.  I have tried to do the right things, but many times I have done the wrong things.  I regret this, but that isn’t enough.  Sin is a debt that demands payment.  Jesus Christ made the payment for sin when He died on the Cross.  Consequently, the moment I trusted in Him (the Bible tells me) I was forgiven of all my sins and I had a new standing before God – not as a sinner, but a saint in Christ Jesus.
Well you can have this same relationship to Him.  Possibly you are thinking (because of your past teaching) it is hard for you to conceive of a personal God.  May I suggest that you let Him take care of that?   Let Him prove Himself to you.  I am sure He has done this in many ways which you may have overlooked in the past.  But let’s be realistic about it.  Call on Him.   Pray somewhat like this:  

Dear God, I come to You with a desire for faith.  I acknowledge Jesus Christ as the One who died for my sins, and rose again.  I want to be saved.  I want to possess everlasting life, and I trust You to save me, and make Your life real to me.
