Do you know anyone who never made a mistake or did the wrong thing?  Well, if you know Jesus Christ personally, you know the Only One who can fit into this category.  The Godhead: Father, Son and Holy Spirit, is sinless.  How consoling it is to have an all powerful, all-knowing, all-seeing God to help us in our weaknesses and difficulties.

Recently I read, in Psalm 18:30, As for God, his way is perfect.  As I thought about those words and reflected over my past, I thought of times when I might have wondered about that.  As I faced some of the trials of life which were confusing and painful, I thought, “How can God be involved in this?”  But looking back and seeing the end from the beginning, it becomes very understandable that when we know Jesus, God is involved in everything.  Has he not said, I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee?  We can be certain, if God is there, never have we anything to fear.  He may not do things as we think He should.  He may not respond to our prayers when we think He should.  But, I guarantee you, at the right time and in the right way, He will undertake.

On the 80th birthday of the famous musician and conductor, Arturo Toscanini, someone asked his son what he considered to be his father’s greatest achievement.  He replied, “For him there can be no such thing.  Whatever he happens to be doing at any moment is the biggest undertaking in his life – whether it be conducting a symphony, or peeling an orange.”  Well! Shouldn’t the life of every believer be punctuated with a similar attitude toward God?  In 1 Corinthians 10:31, God says, Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God.  Likewise, He says in 1 Thessalonians 5:18, In every thing give thanks: for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you.

Christians have a God of love who is always concerned, and He promises (in Psalm 32:8), I will instruct thee and teach thee in the way which thou shalt go: and I will guide thee with mine eye.  As we follow Him and do His will, not only will life be pleasurable, but satisfying in every respect.  I wonder if it could be that you’re listening to my voice and you don’t know the God I have been talking about?  Let me tell you something, He knows you.  And He loves you.  
I am sure, like the rest of us, you have made mistakes in life – maybe terrible mistakes.  Well our God knows that.  He was there when it happened.  But, in spite of that, He loves you still.  He loves you so much that He sent His only Son from heaven to earth to die on a cross for your sins, that you might be saved and have everlasting life. When you believe on Him and claim Him as your Savior and Lord, you will never see hell, but only heaven.  The time to believe on Him is now.   God is ready, and you should be too.  Then, like the rest of us who believe, you will say “But as for God, His way is perfect.”  You are not perfect, but you will be when you get to heaven and meet Jesus.
