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The evolutionary theory has a lot of ‘ifs’ to it.  You may be sure, a thousand probabilities do not total up to even one fact.  That’s why evolution is still a theory.  The Bible, on the other hand, is not theory but fact.  My advice is, read it and see for yourself.

For many centuries, evolution has been taught as a fact when it is only a theory.  It has never been proven, and it is full of loopholes that most people know nothing about.  From what we hear, we might be led to think that all the eminent scientists in the world are evolutionists.  This is not true.  But from many of the text books being used in our public schools, colleges, and universities, the idea expressed is that the whole question of evolution was settled long ago.  But you may be sure this is an unjustifiable approach to the subject.

A Christian brother tells of his recent experience at one of the great universities.  He was invited to speak by a group of students on the Biblical account of Creation in contrast to the evolutionists’ view.  Out of all fairness, the students went to one of their professors.  And in telling him what they had planned, they invited him to present the ‘other side.’  His reply was, “Is there any other side?  If so, I have never heard of it.  I should like to hear of it, if it exists.”  Well, regrettably, this seems to be the attitude of many of the men and women in our colleges and universities and public schools, who should know better.  These people are supposed to be knowledgeable.  Have they read God’s word through?  

William Lyons Phillips of Yale University made it clear, some years ago, that unless a person had an understandable knowledge of the word of God, he wasn’t really educated.  Having read the Bible through many times, I’m convinced that he was definitely correct.  He further said, “If I had a choice between a college education and a knowledge of the Bible, I would take the Bible.”  That’s a remarkable statement, isn’t it?  Regrettably, it is obvious that many who are teaching in our public schools and schools of higher learning do not feel this way.  The real problem is that they don’t take time to read God’s word.

Dr. James Dales made the statement that the theory of evolution required more faith than did the Genesis account of man’s origin.  If matter is the Creator, then the non-conscious produced the conscious; the rational produced the rational; the non-living produced the religious, and so forth.  Well, let me ask, does evolution offer a standard for morality?  The Bible does.  I recall the time I was asked to visit a young man who was in the hospital.  I found him to be well-educated in the evolutionary theory.  At the conclusion of our visit, I did my best to present God’s plan of salvation, and urged him to make a decision for Christ who is always willing to help us under all circumstances.  I made it clear that the evolutionary theory never took anyone to heaven, that only Christ can do that.  As I continued to speak about what Christ did for us, and how He provided our way of eternal salvation, his lips began to quiver.  Tears came to his eyes, and he said, “I wish I could throw away my science.”  My reply was, “You don’t have to.  Receive Christ, follow Him and do His will.  He’ll take care of your science.”  I’m sorry to say, he didn’t’ do that.  He chose to follow his teachings as he knew them.

The evolutionary theory can be very dangerous.  I’ve an article before me that was taken from the very popular devotional booklet, “Our Daily Bread.”  It was written several years ago by one of the booklet’s regular contributors, by the name of Herbert Vander Lugt.  He began the article by quoting from Stephen J. Gould, who wrote, “A crab is not lower or less complex than a human being in any meaningful way.”  Well, in commenting on this, Mr.  Vander Lugt asked, “But would Mr. Gould carry out his theory to its logical conclusion?”  And, he adds, “I doubt it.  It’s likely that he’d think nothing of dining at a fine restaurant and enjoying eating crabmeat, but I am sure he would be appalled if the same menu offered a dinner of grilled human flesh served with French fries.”  The writer goes on to say, “Evolutionists can say what they will, but there is a fundamental difference between man and animals.  I explained this to a woman once, but she was irritated because I wouldn’t assure her that her dog would go to heaven when he dies.  She said, ‘Dogs have just as much right to go there as we humans do.’”  He told her that we deserve it less: we are sinners, dogs are not.  “They don’t make bad moral choices as we do.  But neither are they capable of making good choices.  Furthermore, we think about God, eternity, and right and wrong.  No dog has that capacity.  God created us in His image.  That’s why we are responsible to worship and serve Him.  We can do this by admitting that we are sinners, and receiving Jesus as our Savior and Lord and growing in Christ-likeness.  Then we truly show the difference between crabs and men.”  

Well, this article puts it very clearly – especially the fact that we humans are created in the image of God and not in the image of an ape.  Somebody has said there is as much difference between a man and an animal as a fish and a vegetable.   Many years ago, I ran across a poem, entitled “Darwin’s Mistake in Monkeydom.”

Three monkeys sat on a coconut tree,

Discussing things as they’re said to be;

Said one to the others, “Now listen you two,

There’s a certain rumor that can’t be true --

That man descended from our noble race;

The very idea is sure a disgrace

No monkey ever deserted his wife, 

Starved her babies, and ruined her life;

And you’ve never known another monk 

Who leaves his babies with others to bunk;

Or passes them on from one to another,

Until they hardly know which one is their mother

And another thing you will never see --  

A monk build a fence around the coconut tree,

And let the coconuts go to waste,

Forbidding all of their monk’s a taste;

Why if I put a fence around this tree,

Starvation would force you to steal from me

And here’s something else a monk won’t do

Go out at night and get on a stew;

Or use a gun or club or a knife,

To take some other monkey’s life;

Yes, man descended – the ornery cuss -- 

But, brother, he didn’t descend from us

Well there you have it from the monkey’s point of view.  Like somebody has said, “Evolution is alright if you don’t monkey around with it.”  

Well, let me close on a serious note.  Never try to bring a theory in line with a fact.  Evolution is a theory.  The word of God is a fact.  Science means knowledge.  And God is not going to put one revelation in nature and another in His word.  The word of God is truth.  It has been proven by many, for centuries, to be truth.  My advice is to read it and believe it and claim Christ as the Lord of your life – which will be the wisest thing you could ever do.

Father God, I thank You for the marvelous provision you have made for those of us who recognize our sinfulness, in sending your Son to die for us on the Cross.   It is my prayer today that some who are listening to this broadcast may make their decision to claim Him as their eternal Savior and Lord.  In His Name I pray.  Amen.
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
