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Real Satisfaction

I hear from so many people who are looking for reality in life.  They are tired of the sham they have discovered in many people, and they are searching for satisfaction.  Well I am here to tell you that satisfaction is as near as my voice because I want to tell you how to find it.  

I once heard of a man who built himself a very expensive home with every possible modern convenience.  To the last detail, it was considered to be the perfect home.  Do you think he found happiness?  Oh he attained a little satisfaction and enjoyment, but basically he was no better off than before.  This man’s problem was he needed the Lord.  God didn’t create us to be an end in ourselves.  We are more than bodies.  We are souls.  We need fellowship with the eternal Lord, or we shall be miserable and unhappy.  At the root of unhappiness is sinfulness.  Man is by nature a sinner.  In himself he can do nothing to change his condition.  As the leopard cannot change his spots, so man cannot change the condition of his heart without divine intervention.

David declared in Psalm 51:5, Behold, I was shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me.  Man remains in his iniquity until he comes to the One who bore his sins on the cross, and claims the forgiveness He alone provides. I wonder if you have ever had this experience. Then we have His wonderful promise in Hebrews 8:12, For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more.  God forgets the past.
