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Where Are The Results? (Part 2)

We read the words of Jesus in John 15:5, He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit.  The normal consequence for a Spirit-filled Christian is to produce fruit for God.  This fruit is obvious in several forms, one of which is leading souls to Christ.  Are you busy leading souls to Christ?
Let me ask you today, are you really a child of God?  I don’t mean “Do you go to church someplace.”  What I really mean is, have you met the Lord?  Do you know you are saved?  Are you ready to go to Heaven?  Have you received Jesus Christ into your life?  You say you have?  Alright, when did you last lead someone to Christ?  I don’t mean “When did you last tell somebody about your church?”  When did you last point a lost soul to Jesus Christ, with the assurance of seeing that unsaved man or woman cry out to God in repentance?

Well, I dare say, many of you who have been saved 20 or 25 years have never yet had this experience.  You have not only failed God; you have failed your loved ones, your friends, your neighbors, and yourself.  I am sure the Lord has sent some people to you to hear the gospel, and yet you said nothing.  You tried to be the nice guy, or the nice gal.  You didn’t want to offend anybody.  What would you think of a doctor who for years treated his patients during their illnesses, but was never able to bring one back to health?  What would you think of a farmer who year after year planted seed, and never saw any crops?  What would you think of the business man who invested time and money and all his energy, but never showed a profit?  What would you think of the lawyer who took case after case to court, but lost every one of them?  Would not all of these be failures?  Well, what about a Christian who has never led a soul to Christ?  Is he not a failure?  Why he certainly is.  There is no doubt about it.  Soul-winning is the believer’s most important task.  How do I know?  Well the Bible tells me so.  Let’s listen to the word of God.

Psalm 96:3, Declare his glory among the heathen, his wonders among all people.  Psalm 107:2, Let the redeemed of the LORD say so, whom he hath redeemed from the hand of the enemy.  Psalm 149:6, Let the high praises of God be in their mouth, and a twoedged sword in their hand.  Proverbs 11:30, The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life; and he that winneth souls is wise.  Isaiah 43:12, Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD.
While conducting meetings in Greensboro, North Carolina, I met some radiant Christians who had a burden for souls.  They got together, wrote a letter, signed it, enclosed a gospel tract, and sent one to every name listed in the Greensboro phonebook.  Why did they do it?  They had a burden and a concern that men and women, and boys and girls, might come to know Jesus Christ as Savior and Lord.  I don’t see many Christians with a burden for souls these days.  Look at any church (even the gospel-preaching, Bible-believing churches).  How few we find with a real loving concern to see men and women come to the Savior.

I am sure God has spoken to your heart many times about certain individuals.  Have you done anything about them?  At this very moment, you know someone who is close to you, maybe – under your own roof – who needs the Lord.  If you really believe that without Jesus Christ they are on the road to hell, you could not sleep until (with a burden in your heart) you went to them and plead with them to come to the Savior.  But, you see, we do not care.  We do not “believe” unless our belief motivates us to tell others about Jesus Christ.

Fanny Crosby, the blind hymn-singer, found her greatest delight (apart from composing gospel songs) in working in the various missions of New York City.  One summer evening while she was addressing a large audience composed of mission subjects, the idea continually came into her mind that some wayward boy was listening who must be reached.  The longer she spoke the more she felt that if the wanderer was not persuaded to receive Christ that night, he would never come to the Lord.  At the end of her message, she made an appeal to those who wish to turn to God through Christ, and invited them to come forward.  Presently, an 18-year old by came to the front.  In tears, he told Fanny Crosby that he had promised one day to meet his mother in Heaven, but was afraid that now he was too deep in sin ever to hope to be able to do so.  Fanny Crosby prayed and pointed out Scripture until the light dawned upon the troubled soul, and the young man left the mission with joy unspeakable surging within his heart.
Before the blind poetess retired that evening, she penned a hymn concerning the great need of those who are lost in the darkness of sin.  It gained immediate popularity, and was sung much in the Moody-Sanke revival campaigns.  Still today, “Rescue the Perishing” is a favorite gospel hymn.  Here is just a portion of it:  

Rescue the perishing, care for the dying.  Snatch them in pity from sin and the grave.  Weep o’er the erring one; lift up the fallen; tell them of Jesus, the Mighty to save.  Rescue the perishing, care for the dying.  Jesus is merciful; Jesus will save.

Friend, you say you are a believer in Jesus Christ.  Are you rescuing the perishing?  Oh, get busy.  Do not let the devil deceive you.  Follow the Lord.  Surrender your entire heart and life to Him, and let Him witness through you.

And if you are someone who has never yet come to the Lord Jesus, you are lost and condemned without hope.  May I invite you to receive the Savior into your life at this very moment?
