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The Book Is Correct (Part 1)

There have been many attacks made on God’s word, but it hasn’t hurt at all.  The Bible still stands as the inerrant word of God.  One area that has been questioned by some is its scientific value.  Can we depend on the scientific accuracy of the Bible?  We certainly can.  And I will be back to tell you why.

It has been said that the Bible was not written to tell how the heavens go, but to tell how to go to Heaven.  Certainly we may conclude that the Bible is the only book that can conclusively tell how to go to Heaven.  Yet, on the other hand, it is not altogether correct to say that the Bible was not written to tell how the heavens go.  This would suggest what many in our day would like to hear: That the Bible is unscientific and, as the result, unreliable.  We may rest assured that the Bible is scientific.  And wherever it speaks on matters of science, it speaks with authority as the inerrant word of God.

God made the universe in which we live.  The same God wrote the Bible.  You may be sure there is no conflict.  One compliments the other.  The Bible never needs revision of any kind.  Text books on science (which men write) must be revised scores of times, but the Bible is never inaccurate, nor ever is it out of date.  God assures us in Matthew 24:35 that even though there will be tremendous changes in the universe, His word will remain unchanged.  Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away, God says.  

Now let us consider some of the statements God makes in His word that evidence the scientific accuracy of the Bible.  First, Leviticus 17:11 – For the life of the flesh is in the blood.  Thousands of years have passed since this statement was recorded.  Has it ever needed revision?  Actually, it has only been during the last several centuries that the scientists have come into the full realization of this truth.  

The doctor who attended George Washington when he died in 1799 did not realize that the life of the flesh was in the blood.  In an effort to save the life of the beloved president, the doctor bled Washington three times (and the last time took more than a quart of blood from his veins).  Washington might have had a chance of recovery, had not this life-giving blood been taken from him.  The doctor (who was a scientist of his day) did not know that he was draining away the life of the president when he drained away his blood.  Practically all the scientists of his day were in accord with the efforts of the doctor.  It was believed that many illnesses could be helped and ultimately cured by the draining of blood from the body.  But of course, today, our scientists realize that just the opposite is true.  The Bible is correct.  The life of the flesh is in the blood.  It is the blood that carries on all life processes of the body.  It absorbs the oxygen from the air and lungs and carries this oxygen throughout the body.  It collects the carbon dioxide and other wastes that are discharged by the blood into the lungs, and then breathed out of the body.  It collects digested food, and takes it from the intestines and distributes it to various parts of the body.  It feeds all the organs of the body.  It repairs the body when injured.  It immunizes from disease; and when disease penetrates the body, it fights off the disease.  How accurate these words are:  The life of the flesh is in the blood.
Now look at Isaiah 40:22.  It is he that sitteth upon the circle of the earth.  God speaks of the earth as a circle.  For many centuries it was thought that the earth was flat.  What fools what scientists were declared to be when they first propagated the theory that possibly the earth was round.  Galileo (one of the first advocates of the theory) was described to be a heretic.  When Columbus declared the world was round, and that he could reach India by sailing westward, the scientific men of his day claimed him to be a fool.  Only after Magellan’s successful journey around the world was it generally believed that the world was round.  And yet for centuries this passage in Isaiah had spoken of the circle of the earth (or, as it also can be translated, the “roundness” of the earth).
Consider another enlightening verse.  Job 26:7 – He stretches out the north over the empty place and hangeth the earth upon no thing.  Not only does the Bible tell us that the earth is round, but that it is also a planet suspended in space.  How did this earth come to be?  Well, the first verse in the Bible gives the answer.  Genesis 1:1, In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  I know many have sought to disprove this truth.  They have advanced their theories and beliefs, but be assured the word of God still stands with its facts.  Even wise men and great thinkers have lagged far behind the simple statements of the Word of God.  After years of study and research, usually they come to believe what the Bible stated thousands of years before.

Now, of course, there are many present day scientists who accept without question the statement of Genesis 1:1.  They are absolutely certain that God created the heaven and the earth.  (They believe this just as firmly as they do the statement of Job 26:7, that God hangeth the earth upon no thing.) But there are many who do not accept the fact of creation by God.  They are willing to cling to their man-made theories rather than bow before Almighty God.  

Well I want to continue this message tomorrow, but I hope if you have any doubts about what I have been saying that you will go to the word of God yourself.  Start reading and studying the Bible.  Don’t believe something simply because a college professor said it.  That doesn’t make it correct.  See what God has to say.  And if you want to know the Author of the Bible personally, I urge you to receive Jesus Christ into your life.  He will explain things to you.  You say, “This is ridiculous”?  How do you know?  You have never tried Christ.  Many things in life seem ridiculous.  But when we experience them it is a different story.  At least join me in prayer about it, will you please?

Father God, give enlightenment to some who may be searching.  May they go to Your word and search for truth through the Scriptures.  Reveal Yourself to them, Father, I pray.  May they discover the joy of living in Jesus Christ.  And may they turn to Him in humble belief, and receive Him as Savior and Lord; and then have the absolute assurance of someday seeing Him when they pass into eternity.  I pray this in His Name and for His glory.  Amen.
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
