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     Every Need Supplied

I have never forgotten the years of my life when I did not know Christ.  They were difficult years, and I would certainly not want to repeat them again.  How wonderful it has been to have a Savior who has undertaken for my every need.  Never at any time has He failed me.  Well I hope you can say the same.

The apostle Paul declared in Philippians 4:19, But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.  This is a tremendous statement.  We are assured that if one is in Christ and obedient to God, every need will be supplied without any reservation whatsoever.  Now, does your God do this for you?  Well, if your are not a Christian it is doubtful; but if you know Jesus Christ as your very own, I am sure you will say, “Yes, sir, He certainly does supply my every need.”

Let’s look into the word of God for a few minutes and notice some of the remarkable ways in which God supplies.  First note how He not only saves us, but keeps us day-by-day.  In 1 Thessalonians 5:24, we read, Faithful is he that calleth you, who also will do it.  He has called us into the fellowship of His Son through faith.  At the same time, He will keep us in this fellowship.

Next, notice in 2 Thessalonians 3:3 how He supplies His care to guard and establish us in the truth.  But the Lord is faithful, who shall stablish you and keep you from evil.  We are not strong enough to keep ourselves from evil.  God knows this.  So He supplies protecting grace for us to keep us steadfast.  Fruthermore, He tells us in 1 Corinthians 10:13 that He supplies our need in making it possible for us to overcome temptation.  God is faithful, the Bible says, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able, but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.
In 1 John 1:9, we see that He supplies our need of forgiveness.  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.  He supplies in answers to our prayers.  In Psalm 143:1, David prayed, In thy faithfulness, answer me.  Well God did just that.  Whatever the need, God is always ready to undertake for those who are His children by faith in Christ.  Truly we can say, in the words of Lamentations 3:23, Great is God’s faithfulness.  Our God is not limited or bound in any way.  He can and does perform miracles for His own.  He can set a table in the wilderness.

Gwenda Stuart, a missionary to Java, tells how God wrought on behalf of her family when their two children were sick with Typhoid fever.  “For two weeks, the 10-year old lay quietly, heavily sedated, eating nothing, drinking little, and slowly wasting away.  Day-after-day I nursed him carefully,” Gwenda says, “It was a trying time, especially as there were three other children and a small baby to feed.  One morning, I was sponging the sick child.  The thin, little frame lay so quietly it brought tears to my eyes.  Suddenly my thoughts were interrupted by the sick child who said, “Mommy, I’m hungry.”  
“What would you like, dear?” she asked.  
“Apricots.”  
Appricots in Java?  Gwenda prayed, “God, give the child apricots,” as she wondered how in the world it would be possible.  She walked to the cupboard.  There was a can with the label torn off.  It might be peas, meat, or something else.  “God, please let it be apricots,” she prayed.  She reached for the can-opener, and miracle of miracles, it was apricots.  
Two weeks later, the second child became ill.  Again, it was Typhoid, and she too began to waste away.  But the day came when the little one called, “Mommy, I’m hungry.”
“Would you like some soup dear?”  
“No, mommy, I want some Jell-O.”  
Jell-O in Java?  “Wouldn’t you like a nice egg, dear?”  
“No, I want Jell-O.” 
Mother walked out of the room wondering what she could do this time, for she knew for certain there was no gelatin of any kind in the house.  Just then, a car pulled up into the drive, and her husband called out, “How is our child?”  
“Fine,” mother replied.  “She is asking for Jell-O.”  
“Jell-O,” he echoed, “Jell-O in Java?”  
As he entered the house, he had a parcel of books that had arrived that morning.  Together, mother and father looked through the pile of books, and right at the bottom was a package.  They unwrapped it and looked at each other and guessed.  There were four packets of Jell-O.  That parcel had been on its way for ten weeks.  Although Australia is only four days boat travel from Java, a shipping strike had delayed it; but it had arrived the very moment when the need was greatest.”  How true God’s promise is.  My God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
We read in Ephesians 3:20 that he is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think.  As someone has said, it may not be my way; it may not be thy way; but in His own way, God will provide.  As He provided for Abraham on Mount Moriah, so He will provide for you under all circumstances if you trust Him for His provision.  His name is “I AM,” not “I will be,” or “I have been.”  He is ever-present to help and to provide.  Our God is the great packer.  He can pack an oak tree into an acorn.  He can pack a beautiful flower into a tiny seed.  He can pack a chicken into an egg.  He knows no limits or barriers.  To be sure, he knows your situation at this moment.  And if you have taken Jesus Christ into your life, you belong to God.  You are one of His chosen ones.  You have every right and privilege to claim His promise, to call upon His Name, to expect Him to supply all your need.  The important question is, do you really know Him?  You cannot possibly know God without believing on His Son Jesus Christ.

Jesus declared in John 14:6 that no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.  People talk glibly about God.   They say they believe in Him, but in many cases, they have never really met Him because they have not believed on His beloved Son Jesus Christ for salvation.  No one can love God who does not love His Son.  This truth is seen throughout the Bible.  If you’ve never had a personal heart experience with Christ, I urge you to turn to Him at this moment.  Invite Him to become your Savior and Lord.  This He will do.  Then you can say, with assurance, My God will supply all my needs.
Our Father, I pray that needy and destitute souls might turn to Christ and find in Him eternal salvation.  With this eternal salvation, we know they will discover His peace and comfort.  Grant that this may be realized in many lives just now, for I pray in Jesus’ name.  Amen.
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
