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Probably we would agree that one of the most important parts of a building is its foundation.  Well the same is true of life.  Every person needs a good foundation.  The Bible says, Other foundation can no man lay than that is layed which is Jesus Christ.
Many centuries ago, the prophet Isaiah wrote some words of wisdom that are most descriptive of many who live in our present day.  Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!  Woe unto them that are wise in their own eyes, and prudent in their own sight!  (Isaiah 5:20-21.)  We are living in an age of immoral liberty.  What used to be termed evil is now considered to be good, as far as many people are concerned.  We are told that it’s alright to do anything you want, just so no one is harmed in the process.  Morals do not matter, they say.  It’s okay to practice sin, and in order to make sin more appealing, we are told to forget about God and the Bible.  Girls are told to swallow a few pills, and then you are secure from the dangers of pregnancy.  Soon one will be able to take a pill after an affair that will eliminate any danger of consequences.  Thus it would seem that if one can be free from these consequences, free love is permissible.  Drugs are being used with the expectation of putting one into a wonderful world.  Your personality will become uninhibited; the real you finds expression; you are freed from the taboos of your younger years, we are told.

“Well, what’s wrong with experimentation if it leads to glorious expression?” it is asked, and so, thousands are calling evil good as they pursue the paths of sin and live in pleasure.  Well, this philosophy has also found its way into business.  Someone says, “It’s alright to take a few things home with you.  The company is rich.”  Most people know the company has special insurance to cover such losses – losses that cost American businessmen many millions of dollars each year.  Cheating on the company because it is rich seems to be an accepted practice.


Well, friend, we need to realize that in the midst of all this, God is still the same.  And He calls evil evil, and He calls good good.   Once we get these factors in reverse – calling good evil, and evil good – we are in for dangerous trouble.  Thousands already are reaping the tragic effects of new thought.  Because they became wise in their own eyes, they found themselves descending into the lowest dregs of sin.  Basing one’s morality on what is good and what is right in the eyes of God may sound foolish, but it’s the kind of morality that produces peace and happiness within the heart.  God has never changed in His attitude toward sin.  Sin must always be judged.  It can only produce misery and wretchedness.  It can never result in anything else (regardless of what anyone says).  Let no one think he can hide his sins, for God declares in Galatians 6:7-8, Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.  For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.  Anyone who lives to satisfy the lusts of his flesh is without excuse, for he will bring corruption into his life.
The world in which we live is in a sad state of affairs.  Everywhere we look we see men and women, young and old, clamoring for evil.  It can be said that our world has a fever worse than Peter’s wife’s mother . . .  it has a leprosy worse than that of Naaman the Syrian; a blindness worse than that of eyeless Bartimaeus; an insanity worse than that of Gadara’s wild man.  Is there any hope?  What can one do?  There is only one thing to do.  Turn to Jesus Christ.  Get right with Him.  After all, He died for our sins.  To become a follower of Jesus Christ will give satisfaction and blessing such as can be found in no other way.  
Everyone needs a foundation in life.  The Bible says, 1 Corinthians 3:11, other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.  In Matthew chapter 7, Jesus told of a man who built his house upon a rock, and when the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock.  He also told of a foolish man, who built his house upon the sand:  When the storm came, the house crumbled and fell.  Jesus said, Whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him to a man, which built his house upon a rock.  
One time Reader’s Digest carried an article about Mexico City (7,350 feet above sea level with a population of 6,400,000 people), which may be at a crucial point in its fight for survival:  The fight to avoid sinking to oblivion in a bottomless sea of strange mud.  The city is sinking from five to eight inches every year.  It is built on water-locked soil so that it is 85% water held together by microscopic particles which form a sort of sponge in the water.  Were it not for these microscopic soil particles, the soil would be an ordinary swamp (except that it is deeper than most swamps).  Probes almost a mile down have not touched bottom.  Mexico City isn’t the only city that is built on sinking sand these days.  In fact, most of our modern cities are built on the sinking sand of human theory and human failure.  Many modern cities are built on the swamps of immorality, crime, political greed, and widespread corruption.  Most individuals, too, are building on the sands of human philosophy and human works, instead of on the living Christ: the eternal Rock of God.

Dear friend, if you are not established on Jesus Christ the Rock of Ages, you are in danger of being eternally lost to the grace of God.  Do you realize that hell is crowded with people who refuse to do anything about their soul’s salvation?  Do not sleep your way into hell.  Awaken!  Trust in the Son of God.  Recognize Him as your Savior and Lord.  Maybe you say, like some, “Well, I’m trying to be a good Christian.”  It isn’t a matter of trying.  A man does not become a soldier by trying to behave like one.  He becomes a soldier by enlisting.  The moment he enlists, he is as much a soldier as the commander in chief.  The moment you take Jesus into your heart and life, you are as much a Christian as anybody has ever been.

But you can never become a Christian until you receive Jesus Christ.  He died on the cross for you.  He died that you might live.  He died that you might have a more abundant life whereby He might control your life, and produce goodness pleasing unto God.  After He comes into your life, you will no longer call evil good, and good evil; but you will seek to please Christ and follow in His chosen paths.  I urge you, if you have never received the Son of God into your heart and life that you receive Him just now.  God is ready to save you, if you will let Him do it.  He will show you what real life is.  You will be able to take all your burdens and cares to Him.  He will provide all your needs.  He will lead you in the paths of righteousness.  Will you take Christ as your very own as we look to Him in prayer?
