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The Best Way

There are many voices in the world claiming to be the heralds of truth.  Some advocate their self-styled saviors.  But scan all of history, and you will find no competitors for Jesus Christ.  Their stands only one Rock of Ages: antedating and outliving time.  Christ is the way.  Men without Him are like Cain: wanderers; vagabonds.  Christ is the truth.
