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I have never quite understood how a person can deny the existence of God with all the tangible evidence we have before us.  Now, we may not understand some things about God.  But is this any reason to conclude that there is no God?

The first verse in the Bible states, In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  In the next chapter of the Bible we read that the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul (Genesis 2:7).  From these two verses, we see that the world and all its inhabitants were created by God.

Many are being deceived these days by godless professors who are ridiculing the fact of creation by a personal being.  Young people are being told that the creation account of Genesis is obsolete and antiquated.  There isn’t an ounce of proof to substantiate such a claim.  If God did not create the world, who did?  Try to read Genesis 1:1 omitting God’s name.  It just doesn’t make sense.  In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  The Bible declares that God is the maker of all we have before us.  He is our own creator.

How do we know there is a God?  Anyone who is responsible should readily recognize that all of creation is orderly.  And just as the watch demands a maker, the cabinet a maker, the machine a machinist, so the nature of the universe demands a mind behind it.  An unbeliever said to the late Dr. Walter L. Wilson, the eminent medical doctor, “I will believe only what I can understand.  None of that mystery stuff for me.”  Dr. Wilson replied, “Can you explain how it is possible for a black cow to eat green grass which makes white milk and churns yellow butter?  Can you explain the remarkable transformation that takes place when a caterpillar encases itself in a cocoon and is changed into a beautiful butterfly?  The hairs of the worm become scales, a million to the square inch, is multiple legs become the six legs of a butterfly, its yellow color deepens to rich red, and its crawling instinct becomes a flying instinct.  The unbeliever was silent.

Things do not merely happen, dear friend.  A handful of sand is deposited by the Lord in the heart of the earth.  Great heat is applied from below and massive weight from above until, when it is found by man, it has miraculously changed into a fiery opal.  God takes a handful of clay, deposits it deep in the earth, and applies great heat for many years to produce a beautiful amethyst.  He takes a handful of black carbon, embeds it within the bowels of the earth, treats it with heat, and compresses it with tons of rocks above to transform it into a glorious diamond.  Consider the specific precision of God in the hatching of eggs.  The eggs of the potato bug hatch in seven days, those of the canary in fourteen, those of the barnyard hen in twenty-one, ducks and geese in twenty-eight, the mallard in thirty five, and the parrot and the ostrich in forty-two.  Only God knows how to govern nature.  He cares for the minutest details in all of its creation.

God also arranges sections and segments as well as the number of grains.  I understand that each watermelon has an even number of stripes on the rind.  Each orange has an even number of segments.  Each ear of corn has an even number of rows.  Each stalk of wheat has an even number of grains.  The waves of the sea roll into the shore, twenty-six to the minute, in all kinds of weather.  God causes a limb to grow straight out from the tree for a distance of forty, fifty, or sixty feet with no other anchorage than fifteen or eighteen inches of fiber embedded in its trunk.  Man has never discovered the principle by which he might apply this in the construction of buildings or bridges.  God takes oxygen and hydrogen, both odorless, colorless, and tasteless gases and combines them with carbon, which is insoluble, black, and also tasteless.  The result of this combination is sparkling, white, sweet sugar.  How does this occur?  What is the explanation?  There is only one – God.

Yes, there is a God.  This same God who controls all of natures realm is the one who desires to put new life into the heart of every human.  Maybe you have drifted far from the things of the Lord.  It is not possible for you to get too far from God, for His power can reach to the lowest depths to set you in His way.  He can transform your drab and useless life into a garden blossoming with joy and goodness.  He does this through His Son, Jesus Christ, who said, I am come that ye might have life and that life more abundant (John 10:10).  God wants you to experience this abundant life.  It is realized through trusting in Jesus Christ

Let me urge you to receive Jesus Christ into your life, if you never have.  Don’t wait for another way of salvation.  There is none.  The Bible says, Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved (Acts 4:12).  Jesus Christ is God’s way of salvation.  I hope you will receive Him into your life right now.  Bow your head and say, “Jesus, come into my life and save me.”  And God will meet you.
