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It is very possible that you are facing one of the most difficult situations you have even known.  You are distraught, wondering if there is a way out.  Take courage, dear friend, there is.  God is very much alive and working.  Believe me, there is a way with Him.

I ran across a few lines the great missionary, J. Hudson Taylor, had written on the flyleaf of his Bible.  “There is a living God.  He has spoken in the Bible.  He means what He says.  He will do all He has promised.”  I wish every believer would make a note of these words and put them where they might be read daily.  How true and important they are.  In fact, I wish there were some way we could write them on our minds and hearts and never forget them.  “There is a living God.  He has spoken in the Bible.  He means what He says.  He will do all He has promised.”

In Numbers 23:19 we have two important questions: Hath He said, and shall He not do it? Or hath He spoken, and shall He not make it good?  Anybody who knows the Lord certainly knows the answers to these questions.  What God has said, you may be sure He will do.  And what He has promised, He will certainly fulfill.  Whatever the need in your life today, be sure there is a God who cares.  You may feel forsaken, but you are not, for the promise of our eternal God to His people is I will never leave thee nor forsake thee.  Friends may forsake us.  Sometimes, even dearest loved ones forsake us.  But God cannot forsake His people for He would fail His word.

God has not forsaken you.  It may seem as though He has, but He has not.  It is your responsibility to believe Him.  You cannot change your situation, or you would.  It is beyond you.  But take my word for it - it is not beyond God.  This is why you should believe.  If you are a child of God, you can believe.  Of course, if you are not a believer in the Lord Jesus Christ, your first step is to receive Him as your Savior and Lord.  Then, from that point, you must believe Him for a miracle to change your situation.

One of the greatest needs among the people of God today is to really believe God.  There are many people who profess to believe in God.  There are many saved people who believe on the Lord Jesus Christ as their Savior and in God as their own Father.  But they are unbelieving believers.  Do you know what I mean?  They believe in Christ, they believe in the Father, they are saved, they have trusted the Lord for eternity, but they refuse to believe Him for time.  When one gets saved, he ought to trust God for time and eternity.  But this is where the breakdown is.  There are many believers who are certain about their salvation.  They have no fear of not seeing the Lord when they die.  But they are plagued by fear as concerns today or tomorrow.

Some of us believe God for our souls, but we are afraid to trust Him for our bodies.  We have committed to the Lord the greater, but we fail to trust Him for the lesser needs and burdens of life.  Whenever we say I believe, it ought to mean that we believe God for everything – body, soul, spirit, time, and eternity – with no strings attached.

Let me ask you – Do you really believe, or have you been doubting God?  Are you guilty of wondering whether or not He will care for you?  I urge you to become a believing believer.  Tell God you will believe Him.  Refuse to doubt.  Maybe you are the kind of person that can trust God when the sun is shining, but when the clouds cover the sun and the sky becomes gray your faith weakens.  As long as your friends remain true, your body stays healthy, things go well at your employment, and the children behave, your have faith.  But let the tide turn, something happens among your friends, sickness strikes, a son or daughter rebels, or trouble arises at work.  What happens then?  Where is your faith?

We have no right to expect an easy way all the way.  Christ did not have it.  His disciples did not have it.  We are told in 1 Peter 4:12, Think it not strange concerning the fiery trial which is to try you, as though some strange thing happened unto you.  Even though we may be in the midst of trial, never forget the fact that there is a God who loves us and cares for us.  As we wait on Him, He will undertake.

Of course, the problem is that we get so uptight and impatient.  We expect God to intervene right now.  We ask, “Why doesn’t He do something?” – as though God is hiding from us and dangling us on strings like a puppet.  Don’t allow yourself to become impatient.  The Bible says, Wait on the Lord: be of good courage, and He shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the Lord (Psalm 27:14).  Do you know what it is to wait on the Lord?  It really means relax in the promises of God.  Don’t allow Satan to get you all upset.  Take hold of God’s promises, by faith, and believe.  In your patients, possess ye your souls, as we read in Luke 21:19.

While in charge of war production for the army, William Knutson telephoned the vice president of General Motors in Detroit, asking him to come to Washington to help expedite military supplies.  “I have a job here that I can’t very well leave,” was the reply.  “Tell your president that I must have you,” Knutson persisted.  The vice president said that he would need time to think it over.  “Sure, I understand that,” said Knutson, “think it over.  I’ll hold the phone.”

This is the way most of us wait on the Lord.  If God doesn’t respond immediately we get discouraged.  We become fearful and think that God has forgotten all about us.  He never forgets anything.  We read in 2 Chronicles 16:9, For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to shew Himself strong in the behalf of them whose heart is perfect toward Him.  God has His eye on you today.  He loves you and He is helping you.  Notice, I didn’t say, He will help you.  He is helping you right.  Even though you don’t realize it, God is undertaking for you need.  So you can rest in Him, you can wait patiently for Him. 

If in your time of affliction you have discovered you are not really born again, this is so important.  You must take care of this matter first.  You must get right with God.  Your heart needs to be in tune with God.  The only way you can do this is to bow before the Lord and confess Jesus Christ as your Savior and Lord.  I mean by that, just simply tell God that you are a sinner; you realize that, your sorry for your sins, and you want to receive Jesus Christ into your life and you want to be a new creature so you can follow Him.  God will meet you in a wonderful way.  He will give you peace in the midst of your adversity.  He never fails to provide for His own if we trust Him and believe Him.  So, I trust that you will believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and be saved.
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
