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The Bible speaks about a great salvation.  Do you know what that is?  Have you ever checked into it?  You should, because this is the most important thing in life and in death.

In Hebrews 2:3 there is a very important question.  How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation?  Do you know the answer to this question?  If you do, have you done anything about it?  I surely hope so.

You will notice that it is a great salvation spoken of it here.  Why is it great?  One reason is because of the way in which it was given.  God sent His Son, His only Son, into the world to proclaim this great salvation.  In the opening verses of the Epistle from which we have taken our text we read, God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, hath in these last days spoken unto us by His Son, whom He hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds; Who being the brightness of His glory, and the express image of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His power, when He had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high.  Here we are told who Christ is and what He is.  He is the one God the Father sent to provide this great salvation.  If God had spoken of this salvation by the lips of inspired prophets only, it would have the right to demand our attention.  If God had gone above prophets and spoken of this salvation by the lips of angels sent down from heaven, it would have a still greater right to demand our attention.  But God in His infinite mercy and grace sent not merely prophets or angels.  He sent His own Son who was the express image of His person, God manifest in the flesh, to proclaim this great salvation.  Those who refuse to listen, who refuse to hear the voice of God and receive this salvation through Christ, are openly defying God himself.  In Hebrews 10:28,29 we read He that despised Moses law died without mercy under two or three witnesses: Of how much sorer punishment, suppose ye, that he be felt worthy, who hath trodden underfoot the Son of God?
Secondly, the greatness of this salvation is revealed in the way in which it was purchased.  There is nothing cheap about the salvation provided through Christ.  It was extremely costly, for it was purchased by the blood of God, which was poured forth as He hung on the cross.  To reject Christ is to trample underfoot the sacred blood of God.  This is an insult to the Holy Spirit we are told in Hebrews 10:29.  

But let me say thirdly, the greatness of this salvation is seen in the consideration of what it brings.  It brings forgiveness of all our sins, as well as deliverance from the power of sin.  It puts us in union with the living Christ and assures us of the inheritance incorruptible, which is laid up in store for us in heaven.

But not only is this a great salvation God has provided, it is the only salvation.  Peter wrote in Acts 4:12 There is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.  It is salvation in Christ, or no salvation at all.

Suppose a man is in a burning building.  If there were one way of escape by a fire escape and another by a stairway, he would have a perfect right to neglect the fire escape for the stairway.  But suppose there was no way of escape but the fire escape.  How foolish he would be in neglecting it.  Without Christ, you are in a burning building, in a doomed world.  There is just one way of escape and that is through Jesus Christ.  In Christ, anyone can be saved.  Out of Christ, no one can be saved.  It is through Christ or not at all.

Do you know of anyone who has been eternally saved who has not come through Christ?  I have been in many cities in my own country and some other countries.  I have talked with all kinds of people of various races and classes.  But I have never yet found anyone who had the absolute assurance of salvation and the practical deliverance from sins power who was not saved by Jesus Christ.  

Our text says How shall we escape if we neglect.  To miss this salvation, one need only neglect it; do nothing about it.  If you want to suffer the eternal condemnation of God, do nothing – absolutely nothing.  You need not speak against God, the church, or anything else.  Just be silent.  Neglect this great salvation and you will miss it altogether.  More people in our world are lost to God in righteousness by neglect, than by any other way.  There are millions going through life neglecting, drifting into their graves, neglecting, drifting into eternity, neglecting, drifting into hell. 

Here is a man who is dying.  By his bedside there is a glass in which there is medicine that can save his life.  He has enough strength to put out his hand, take the glass, and drink the medicine.  What is necessary for him to live?  Just simply reach for the medicine and drink it.  What is necessary for him to die; need he blow out his brains, cut the veins in his wrist? - Of course not.  Just do nothing.  Neglect to take the medicine.  Men and women are dying all over the world.  Death is at work in their souls.  Christ is available.  

To those of you who are listening to this broadcast, all you have to do to live and be eternally saved is to receive Christ into your life.  And do you know what God says the result will be?  Listen to John 1:12.  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name.  Immediately you will become a child of God.  You will be kept by faith, ready to be revealed in the last time.  God will keep you.  He will sustain you.  He will give you power or temptation and sin.  All this is for you if you will but receive Jesus Christ.  I beg of you not to neglect Him; turn to the Savior.  For remember God says How shall we escape if we neglect so great salvation?  There is no escape if you neglect Christ.  He is the one who died for your sin on the cross.  He is the one who paid the price you could not pay.  God has made Him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him (2 Corinthians 5:21).  Just now, trust Him as your Savior and Lord.
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
