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Hell is a gruesome subject in anybody’s language.  But even so, it is a subject that must be considered realistically.  It is one thing for someone to say, “There is no hell.”  But can he prove it?

One time an unsaved woman said “I cannot understand why a person who has tried to lead a good moral life should not stand a better chance of heaven than a wicked person.”  “Simply for this reason,” answered a Christian friend.  “Suppose you and I wanted to go to a place of amusement where the admission was five dollars.  You have three dollars and I have nothing.  Which would stand the better chance of admission?”  “Why, neither.”  “Just so,” said the Christian, “the moral person stands no better chance than the rebellious sinner.  But now, suppose a kind friend who saw our perplexity, presented a ticket of admission to each of us at his own expense.  What then?”  “Well, then we should both go in alike.”

So it is, that no human apart from Jesus Christ is prepared for heaven.  His so-called good works fall far short of God’s standard of perfection.  Man’s works can only carry him to hell.  The sacrificial work of the Lord Jesus Christ can take him to heaven, if there is a sincere heart repentance and belief.

Of course, if one rejects the Lord Jesus Christ the Son of God, hell will someday be a reality for that one.  Even though he may not believe in hell, that will never keep him from it.

I read one time that, according to a survey made in our country, eighty-eight percent of adults hold that there is no possibility of any soul going to hell.  What does this mean?  Over half the people in the United States believe that there is no possibility of hell.  But more than this, these people do not believe the Bible, nor the teachings of the Lord Jesus Christ himself.  Does what man thinks or believes alter the Word of God?  Why, of course not.  Sooner or later, he will discover that the Bible is true and He is hopelessly wrong.

An old gentleman who liked to argue against the Bible said to some of his friends in his home one day that there wasn’t any such place as hell, declaring, “I am seventy years old and I have never seen such a place as hell, after all that has been said about it.”  Suddenly, his little seven-year-old grandson spoke up and put an end to the argument by asking, “Grandaddy, have you ever been dead?”  

Thousands upon thousands who have either ridiculed or neglected the Bible altogether will someday realize that they were wrong and God is right.  I pray that if you have been careless in your thinking toward eternal matters, that you will give some careful thought concerning the deed of your own life.  Remember, God doesn’t want you in hell; He wants you in heaven.

Jesus said in John 3:36 He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth on him.

Oh my friend, hear the Word of God.  Believe on Jesus Christ today.  Time is short; in fact, it may be later than you think.  Eternity may be only hours away from you.  You need Christ in your life.  He will come in and save you for all eternity if only you will trust Him.  Don’t choose hell when God wants you to enjoy the eternal privileges of heaven.

Even if you can’t understand it all, don’t take a chance.  God’s Word is true; take my word for it.  He says, the soul that sinneth, it shall die (Ezekiel 18:20).  The death God is speaking about here is eternal separation from Him, to be in hell forever.

Again I say, God doesn’t want you in hell, He wants you in heaven.  It is for this reason that he made a provision for your sin.  He prepared Calvary for you – not the lake of fire.  At Calvary, the Lord Jesus Christ shed His precious blood that can wash away all your sins.  At this very moment, you can come to Christ and have all your sins washed away through His precious blood.  But remember, if you refuse, the alternative can only be eternal hell.  God says to you, If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness (1 John 1:9).  

That is just like starting out afresh; starting all over again.  All those things in the past that have brought dishonor to you, and others, and God, will be gone and forgotten because God buries our sins in the deepest sea and He remembers them no more.

We can’t forget some of those things, but He can.  And the most wonderful thing of all is that the slate is clean.  We are ready for heaven.

What else can I say to tell you of the awfulness of hell?  Are you willing to take your chances that I may be wrong?  That’s all right; that is your prerogative.  But just this closing thought; suppose I am right and you die a month from now, or a week, or a day, or less.  What then?  There is only one answer.  Believe me, friend, the answer for you outside of Jesus Christ will be eternal hell.  The Bible is clear.  You say, “What about all the other religions in the world.  Can I join one of those groups; can I go their way?  Sure, you can go that way.  But, there has only been one Savior; and that one Savior Jesus Christ said, I am the way, the truth, and the life.  No man cometh unto the Father but by me (John 14:6).

I would advise you to take His word for it because He proved himself to be the Son of God.  He healed the sick, He raised the dead, and He arose from the dead himself.  I don’t know of any other so-called Savior who has raised himself from the dead.  Jesus did.  He proved himself to be what He said He was and what He is.  And now He wants to enter your life.  Let Him come in.  Trust Him for your sins.
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
