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Our God is the immutable God.  He never changes.  All that has been written for us in the Scriptures is up to the minute, because the unchangeable God gave it.  It never needs revision.  Thus, we have every reason to believe it and live by it.

Let me ask you an important question.  Do you expect God to do something wonderful for you each day of your life?  Maybe your answer is, “Well, no, not exactly.”  Then let me tell you, He won’t.  It will be just as you expected.  On the other hand, if you are expecting God to work in your life in a miraculous way, then in all probability you will see miracles.  I am not suggesting positive thinking, but rather a life of faith - faith in the mighty promises of God.

In Jeremiah 33:3 God gives the invitation to His people to call on Him with the promise that He will answer you, and show you great and mighty things.  The great and mighty things are, literally, the great and difficult things – things that a man in his human strength cannot do.  If the believer in Christ has reliant faith in the Lord Jesus and believes the promises of God, he will have the assurance that God will work through him.  There are no exceptions to this rule.

So often, when we pray we do not really believe.  We mumble words with our lips, while our hearts are filled with doubts and unbelief.  God says in Matthew 21:22 And all things, whatsoever ye shall ask in prayer, believing, ye shall receive.  This verse makes it very clear that answers to our prayers are conditional on believing God.  Doubt is the worst hindrance to prayer I know of.  And yet, how frequently we pray with limited confidence in the unlimited resources of God.

Somebody says, “But things are different in our day.  God doesn’t work like He did centuries ago.  God doesn’t perform miracles as He did back in the days of Jesus.  We can’t expect Him to work as He did back in the days of Whitfield and the Wesleys because our whole lifestyle has changed.  The economy is different.  Our way of living is different.”  True, our lifestyle has changed.  But God is no different.  God hasn’t changed. We have changed, but God hasn’t.  He is the immutable God.

The Holy Spirit declares of Him that He is the same yesterday, today, and forever.  God never changes.  He is the identical almighty, all-powerful, miracle working God today as He was centuries ago.  But we may be sure of one thing; we have changed.  When we look back over the days that have passed and consider the faith and prayerfulness that was evidenced by some of the saints of old, and compare the few minutes of shabby prayer some of us have in our daily experience, you will understand quickly why we are not seeing miracles.

Have you ever heard of the mighty revival that took place in America some one hundred years or so ago?  How did it begin?  It began as many of the great movements of God began – with a preacher.  No, not with a preacher, with a man, a man who loved the Lord with all his heart and wanted to do something about it.  He was an unknown and obscure man who believed in prayer.  For days and nights he prayed, “Lord, what would thou have me to do?” as he considered the nation which was on a downward trail.  He rented a room and made it known that there would be a prayer meeting there at a certain hour on a certain day of the week.  When he arrived, no one showed up.  But he prayed for a half hour.  When he finished, someone else arrived, and then two more, and the prayer meeting ended with six being present.  

The next week, more attended – approximately fifty.  The prayer meeting grew to a hundred, and then others started prayer meetings, praying that God would work miracles in the midst of a godless generation.  The prayer meeting spread until there was scarcely a street in New York City where there were not prayer meetings – not once a week, but every day throughout the week. 

Businessmen would leave their business to pray.  Housewives would leave their duties at home to pray.  Young people were joining in.  The Holy Spirit took hold of lives.  Those who prayed witnessed to everyone.  Preachers began to preach with new fervency and expectancy.  A revival broke out which spread all around the world.  Thousands turned to Christ.  How did this all begin?  It began with a man who believed God, a man who refused to give up until he saw the miracles of God being wrought in the lives of needy thousands.

Would you tell me that the God who sent this great revival has changed?  Would you dare say that He could not do it again?  Why, He wants to do this more than anything else in the world.  Do you think God is pleased with the filth and iniquity that surrounds us all?  Why, God hates sin, He abominates it, He despises it.  But the question is, do we hate it?  Do we hate sin and love God, or do we love sin more than we love God.  Listen, God wants to do the great and mighty things today, but He has always chosen to work through human instruments.  I am sure He could work in other ways, but He always looks for a man or a woman through whom He can manifest His soul-stirring power.

I challenge you, dear friend, to be that man or those women.  I challenge you, young person, to let God so possess you that you will suddenly become an instrument in His hand.  I ask you, will you begin to expect great things from God?  It may be that you will need to make a fresh commitment to His control.  It is very possible that some of the lesser things have obtained places of supreme importance in your life.  Give Jesus Christ full control.  Let Him become Lord of all to you.

And, if you are unconverted, having never met Christ, I urge you to receive all that He has for you at this very moment.  He longs to be your Savior and Lord.  He shed His blood to blot out your sins.  He rose from the dead that you might have everlasting life.  Will you invite Him into your life to become Lord of all?

Maybe what I am saying is new to you; you don’t understand it all.  I will tell you one thing; if you ask Christ to come into your life and save you, you will have understanding of these things such as you have never known before.  Without Christ, it is difficult to comprehend many things in life, but with Christ we receive the wisdom of God and light and direction to follow Him and to do His blessed will.  Without Christ, you are a natural man.  The Bible says the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him (1 Corinthians 2>14).  But after a man comes to Christ, he is a spiritual man.  He has spiritual discernment and understanding.  God wants to give you that enlightenment.  But it all begins by bowing before God and saying, “I know I am a sinner, I want to be saved, I realize that Christ died for my sins, and at this moment I receive Him as my very own.  Do it, friend.  You will never be sorry.
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
