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Isn’t it amazing how we who follow Christ worry about our circumstances, when our God has promised to supply all our needs?  Not only has the Lord promised this, but He is fully qualified to do it.  As far as we are concerned, I guess we would have to say of ourselves, Oh ye of little faith.

In 2 Samuel 15, we are told that David gave his servants a command relative to his son Absalom.  I am especially interested today in the response the servants gave to David the king.  You will notice in verse 15 that they said unto the king, Behold, thy servants are ready to do whatsoever my lord the king shall appoint.  The word appoint could also be translated choose.  These servants were obedient in every sense of the word.  They were actually saying, “Whatever David tells us to do, we shall do.”  There was no fear expressed, no reluctance, but rather perfect confidence in the king’s choices. 

I wonder if you get the picture.  This is the way we should react to our King.  “Lord, whatever you choose for me, it is all right.  You may allow me to be afflicted with cancer.  You may take my dearest loved one to Glory.  You may allow me to lose my job.  Lord, if it is your will, it is perfectly in order with me.”  

As believers in Jesus Christ, there is no need for us to become discouraged, fearful, or fretful.  Our God has everything under control, even our suffering.  Some people seem to think that all the good things come from God and all the adverse circumstances, well, they just sort of happen.  This would suggest that as far as suffering is concerned, maybe God is looking the other way and He doesn’t really know what is going on.

Do you realize that a little sparrow cannot fall out of its nest to the ground without God knowing about it, and even more than that, without God being concerned about it?  That is what we read in Matthew 10:29 about the birds.  One of them shall not fall on the ground without your Father.  You see, God sees and knows about every movement of every fowl in the sky, about every beast on the ground, and about every human.  He is never disinterested.  He knows all about our every sorrow and tragedy we face in life.  He understands about your situation right now, and He is concerned about it.  I guarantee you from the Scriptures that if you trust Him fully, since He is concerned, you need not be concerned.  For He says in 1 Peter 5:7 Casting all your care upon Him; for He careth for you.

What is care?  Care is anxiety, being troubled in heart and mind.  You see, we are not only to cast our burden on the Lord, but all of our anxiety.  Both the burden and the anxiety ought to be committed unto Him.  In Psalm 55:22 God says, Cast thy burden upon the Lord.  And in 1 Peter 5:7 He says,

Casting all your care upon the Lord.  So often, we are quick to cast the burden on the Lord, but we retain the care for ourselves.  This is disobedience.  Remember, you are a child of the King.  Can you honestly say, as did David’s servants, I am ready to do whatsoever my Lord the King shall choose?

Maybe you have been choosing your own way.  That is a hard road to travel, isn’t it?  I am sure you have discovered this by now.  Let’s obey the King; He never fails His own.  But, someone says, “It is awfully hard to trust somebody you cannot see.”  Let me just say, if one cannot be trusted out of your sight, he is not worth trusting in your sight.  You can’t see God with your physical eye, but if you are in Christ, you can see Him with your spiritual eye.  

As we study the Scriptures by means of thousands of promises that assure us of God’s faithfulness, we can see His assuring smile and know that there is a way with Him.  And what does He say to you and to me in Romans 8:28?  And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to His purpose.  This verse does not say, some things work together for good.  It isn’t a case of five hundred things out of a thousand working together for good.  What is it?  Nine hundred ninety-nine things work together for good, plus one – all things

Thus, what you are facing at this moment, though it may seem hopeless and without reason, realize it and believe it - God is working this together for good.  God is concerned and allowing this for your good and His glory.

Of course, you don’t understand it all.  There are so many things in life that we do not understand.  We shall some day, when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality (1 Corinthians 15:53).  Then we shall be like Christ.  Then all things will be understandable.  Right now, we are earthly and have only an earthly understanding.  But we can trust God for He is in charge of the believer’s life and we have nothing to fear.  Never forget, He who redeemed your soul from sin and corruption can never under any circumstances fail you.  Such a thing is against His nature.  The God of the universe, your Creator, has never or will never fail you.  So take heart, child of God.  Rest in the Lord and wait patiently for Him.

But one more thought.  Maybe you are not a child of God.  You may be a good man or a good woman.  But this is not enough.  Christ did not die for good people; He died for sinners.  And with all of your goodness, you have sinned and come far short of the glory of God.  That is why you need to be saved.  God loves you and He wants to save you right now.  That is why I am urging you to receive Jesus Christ into your life so you can trust Him every minute of every day, all along the way.  Remember, He will never fail you.  Pray and receive the Lord Jesus Christ.
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
