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Do you ever wonder about your salvation?  You are never quite sure whether you are saved or lost.  Sometimes you feel like you are saved, but then there are other times when you have doubts.  There is no reason to live like this because the Bible makes it clear that we can know we are saved.  

Have you even wondered whether or not you are really saved?  Possibly during a time of fear or depression you had doubts.  I want to tell you of four foundational stones upon which your faith is established so you will never doubt again.  If we were to look at ourselves only, I can think of dozens of reasons why we should not be saved.  But keep in mind that the Bible says in Jonah 2:9 that salvation is of the Lord.  You had nothing to do with your salvation, other than receive it by faith through Jesus Christ.  Even though the enemy comes and seeks to undermine your faith, remember it is Jesus who saves, and it is Jesus who keeps.

Let me give you a verse, which I hope you will underscore in your Bible.  Even better, you would do well to memorize it.  It is found in Romans 8:34.  Who is he that condemneth?  It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.  In this verse we find the four foundational stones I mentioned earlier.

The first one is, Christ died.  For this reason, no one who has believed in Christ can be condemned.  Christ’s death was accepted by the Father as the full penalty for every sin any Christian could possibly commit.  In the dark hour of the crucifixion, God the Father poured His wrath on the Son, for the simple reason that you and I will never have to experience the wrath of God.

Peter gives us the whole story in 1 Peter 3:18.  Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit.  By Christ’s death, He brought us to God.  That means all of our sins are forgiven, for no one with sin can ever approach God without repentance and believe.  Christ suffered the just for the unjust.  You and I deserve to be on the cross, but God had other plans.  He sent His perfect Son, Jesus Christ, in our place.  Our enemy, the devil, says, “You have committed adultery.  You can’t be saved.”  But Christ says, “I died for adulterers.”  “You have stolen, there is no hope for you.”  Christ declares that He died for thieves.  “You have committed murder.”  We could go on.  Whatever your sin, Christ said, “I died for that evil.”  The blood of Jesus Christ God’s Son cleanseth us from all sin (1 John 1:7).  

Here is another foundational stone found in this verse, Romans 8:34.  Christ is risen again.  Christ not only died, but He rose again.  Here is even greater proof that every believer shall be saved.  If Christ had remained in the tomb, there would be no hope for you, me, or anybody else.  Christ is alive.  This is the clincher.  As He says in John 14:19 because I live, ye shall live also.  Here is the proof of eternal life for you and for me.  Christ is alive.  Christ is not buried in a tomb, but your sins are.  Yes, all of the sins you will ever commit – past, present, and future – are buried in the tomb.  You say, “I am not worthy of this.”  Well, of course you are not.  This is the grace of God.  This provides clear-cut evidence that you can’t save yourself.  Take hope, Christian friend, Christ was delivered from death; and so are you.

But that isn’t all.  Look at the third foundational stone in Romans 8:34.  Christ is at the right hand of God.  I read in Hebrews 10:12 But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down on the right hand of God.  This is interesting, isn’t it?  Christ is in heaven at this moment, sitting at God the Father’s right hand.  What is the message here?  Simply this; if salvation were not complete, Christ would not be sitting down.  He would be fulfilling the demands in order to provide salvation for us.  Reading the Gospels, you don’t find Christ sitting.  The Son of Man had not where to lay His head.  He was on the go continually, redeeming the time, until His hour came when He died on the cross for the sins of the world.  It was then that He said, “It is finished.”  And following His resurrection and ascension, He entered heaven to sit at the mercy seat to forgive all that come to the Father by Him.

Now, comparing this with the Levitical law, there is a difference.  There were no seats provided in the Tabernacle for the priests.  Every priest stood, daily, ministering and offering the sacrifices for sin.  They had no seats to sit on.  There was a table of shewbread, an alter, and a brazen laver, but no seats.  The priest did not sit down in the Tabernacle, for his work was never finished.

But for the High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus, He took His seat at the right hand of the Father.  Why?  Because the job was complete.  Eternal salvation had been provided for all who believe.  After a person believes, there is no need for a continual sacrifice, as was the case in the Old Testament.  One sacrifice, the offering up of Christ on the cross, was sufficient.  The very fact that Christ sits at the right hand of the Father is absolute assurance of our eternal foundation.

Now here is the fourth foundational stone, found in Romans 8:34.  Christ maketh intercession for us.  He interceded for us daily – not for daily salvation, but for daily defilement.  1 John 1:9 says, If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.  He is performing His mediatory office today.  As believers commit sin, they simply confess to God, and immediately they are forgiven.  Thus we need not ask for forgiveness but thank God for the forgiveness He provided in Christ.

If you have believed on Jesus Christ, and I mean truly believed, don’t ever doubt your salvation.  Rest upon these four foundational stones.  Maybe you are doubting because you have never really been saved.  You only thought you were.  Why not make sure of it at this moment so you will never have to doubt again.

Bow your head and say, “Lord Jesus, I realize that you died for me that you might live.  And I trust you now for your great salvation.”  God will hear you and He will forgive you of all the past.  And you will become one of His children.  You will not be perfect, but you will be a child of God.  And someday you will be perfect when you meet Him face to face.  Trust Him right now, friend.
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
