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Has God ever failed you?  I would be awfully surprised if you were to reply in the affirmative.  I have been a Christian over fifty years and God has never failed me once.  I am no different than you are.  We fail Him, but He never fails us.

Most of us lament times of sorrow and sadness, and yet, where would we be without trials and testings.  God knows what is best for us.  He is the wise Master-builder.  And as He builds our lives, He knows exactly what we need.  What would life be like if we had sunshine all the time?  Is it not because of the darkness of the night that we appreciate the sunshine more?  So it is with the darkness of trials in life.  As we emerge from such darkness, we are more appreciative of the sunshine of God’s love.  

I want to speak especially to those of you who are troubled.  If you have taken Christ into your life, God has a marvelous promise for you in Deuteronomy 33:25 where He says, as thy days, so shall thy strength be.  Were it not for the sickness, suffering, and anxiety that God allows, we could never understand the full import of this promise.  God gives these promises for a purpose.  One of the purposes is that we might come to know Him better.  Without weakness, this promise would be meaningless.  Thus, be assured that what you are going through at this moment is not without God’s design.  He has not left you alone.  You are not forsaken, for He promises, as thy days, so shall thy strength be.  You can depend on this promise.  There is no need for worry or fear.  All of God’s promises are guaranteed.

Men make promises.  Sometimes they keep them, and sometimes they do not.  That is why we read in Psalm 118:8 It is better to trust in the Lord than to put confidence in man.  What God says is true; you can bank on every word.  He who hung the world upon nothing is able to care for your need at this moment.  Trust Him to do it, for keep in mind that God who makes this promise to provide you with strength is the God who upholdeth all things by the word of His power.  He who divided the Red Sea for the safe exodus of His chosen people is able to prove a way through your calamity.  Remember, He promises in 1 Corinthians 10:13, There has no testing taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tested above that ye are able; but will with the testing provide a way of escape that ye may be able to bear it.  There is a way of escape.  He will provide the way of escape.  And until that time, He says, as thy days, so shall thy strength be.
Notice in the promise God has given that there is balance.  Both sides are equal; the one side, as thy days, the other, so shall thy strength be.  The two complement each other completely.  In other words, God has not promised more strength than you need.  But He says, whatever you need, He will give enough strength.  For every trial, His grace is sufficient.  The amount of grace He gives to you may differ from that which He gives someone else, but He will not underestimate your need.  With the trial on one side of the balance, He will fill the other so that they will balance equally.

Notice too that He says, as thy days, so shall they strength be.  It does not say as thy weeks or months but as thy days.  In other words, God is not going to give you grace and strength for something that will happen next week.  As your day comes, the day of trial and testing, He will give you grace for that day.  Don’t expect tomorrows grace for today.  There is no such promise.  

All of this involves the walk of faith.  In 2 Corinthians 5:7 we are told to walk by faith, not by sight.  As we walk by faith, then we can trust God to meet the need when the need arises.  This eliminates all the worry and concern.  We worry because we do not walk by faith.  We are attempting to walk by faith.  The sight walk is filled with worry.  The faith walk knows nothing but God and His faithfulness.

I am sure you realize that our days are not the same.  Some days are happy days, others are filled with sadness.  It seem that God has some kind of spiritual thermostat for each one of us.  This spiritual thermostat responds to the circumstances that surround us.  On the happy days, there is no need for His special strength.  But on the sad days, the thermostat goes to work, sensing what you and I need, and the Lord supplies abundantly to fully cover all the need.

It matters not what it is.  Is there a river to cross?  He provides the boat.  Is there a fire before us through which we must pass?  He provides the garment that will protect us.  As they days, so shall thy strength be.  Is the wicked one thrusting his fiery darts in our direction?  God provides the shield.  Must we pass through an unfamiliar way in the midst of darkness?  He is the light.  Is there trouble up ahead?  Fear not; as thy days, so shall thy strength be.

For the true believer in Christ, this promise never ends.  You may live to be one hundred years old.  The same promise is yours to claim every day of your life.  It never runs out.  It is always fresh.  It is your possession.  Throw away your doubts; give up your fears.  Trust the Lord who says, as thy days, so shall thy strength be.

For you who do not know Jesus Christ, this promise is not yours.  But it can be.  If you will invite the Son of God to come into your life, the promise can be yours immediately.  Say, “Lord Jesus, I need you.  I need the strength of this promise and at this moment I claim You as my very own.  I receive You as my Savior and Lord.”  Then you may say, “Thank God!  As my days, so shall my strength be.”
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
