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Most people believe there is a God of some kind, away off somewhere.  They are not quite sure where, or what He is like.  But then there are some others who either don’t believe in a God, or they are uncertain as to whether one exists.  If there is a God, how do we know?

Every once in a while, I meet someone who asks the question, “How do you know there is a God?”  My reply is, just look around.  Anybody who has eyesight ought to know there is a God, for wherever you look you can see clearly the results of His creation.  The Psalmist said in Psalm 19: 1-3, The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth His handiwork.  Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge.  There is no speech nor language, where their voice is not heard.
All of creation evidences the Creator – the trees, the birds, the ocean, the rivers, the human body.  It makes no difference where you look; you see the results of the Master Craftsman.  These things did not merely happen, nor did they come through the process of evolution.  Study the intricacies of any form of creation and you will find perfect design.

For example, take the common, ordinary housefly.  You wouldn’t think that in this pest you could find God’s wonder-working power.  But you can.  On each foot of the fly, you can find a large number of hollow hairs.  These tubes run up into the foot of the fly where there is a tiny sac of gum.  When the fly presses his feet upon the ceiling or against the windowpane, many tiny spots of glue firmly hold the fly so that it does not slip or fall.  Did such a thing merely happen?  God created the fly in such a way that it can preserve its life.  Furthermore, the housefly has eyes that contain a thousand facets.  When you attempt to kill the fly with a swatter, it sees a thousand swatters coming, and that is why it moves so quickly.

Take for another example of the creation of God, the birds.  As one studies the birds and their varieties, he will discover scores of proofs of God’s existence.  But God made the birds different from other animals in certain important respects.  The air the bird breathes not only fills its lungs, but also passes on through myriads of tiny tubules into air sacs that fill every place in the bird’s body that is not occupied by vital organs.  Furthermore, the air sacs connect with many of the bird’s bones, which are not filled with marrow as animal bones are, but are hollow.  That adds to its buoyancy in flight.  Also, birds are wonderfully streamlined.  They have an uncanny sense of direction.

  They have scores of adaptations, such as the mechanism that keeps a sleeping bird from losing its grip on its perch.  This mechanism is one of natures finest.  The tendons that cause toe curling pass around over the back of a bird’s ankle joint.  The instant the weight of the bird’s body bends, this joint, as the bird takes its perching position and then doses, the tendons automatically pull the toes into tight curve, firmly clamping the perch.

Now I ask again, could these things just happen?  You know better than this.  There isn’t a piece of furniture in your home that happened.  Your washing machine, dryer, dishwasher, or anything you may have did not happen.  Everything demands a maker.  How ridiculous for anyone to say that some things require a maker, while others do not.

Have you ever heard the testimony of Dr. Adolph I. Snow who contributed to the basic research, which helped develop the atomic bomb?  At one time, he came to the conclusion that there was not God.  Later, he said, “I found out that I was wrong, all wrong.”  Dr. Snow came to believe in God as a personal power who rules the universe.  Like many other scientists, he saw evidence of a Supreme Being in what is called objective proof.

That is what I am talking to you about today – the kind of evidence that can be observed.  Dr. Snow said, “I thought I had all the answers, but I certainly was wrong. I now have what for me is objective and satisfying proof, based on observations, that God exists.  I found Him in the atom, in the beautiful crystals of the various elements, and in other areas of my special field of research.  When you consider that the stars, together with the earth and the meteorites, which reach us from outer space, are all made up of the same basic stuff, you must stop and wonder; why should this be?  Why shouldn’t there be different laws of physics to regulate and form these different objects?”

This noted scientist went on to say, “The physical sciences are not all there is to life.  They don’t say anything about ethics or morality.  In my opinion, if you had a world ruled by nothing but physical sciences, it would not be good.  Nevertheless, a scientist can believe in God as I do on the basis of objective evidence, which reinforces my faith.  Although I was once sure that God did not exist, a reexamination of the evidence has convinced me that He is very real and that I was wrong.

No human has all the answers, but God does.  Why? - Because He is the Creator of all things.  John 1:3 says, All things were made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made.  But even more wonderful than creation is re-creation.  No human was ever created for the single purpose of spending a few years on earth, mingled with happiness and suffering, and then die to return to dust.  Life on earth is only the beginning.  Man has a soul as well as a body.

Genesis 2:7, in describing the creation of the first man, reads: And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.  Certainly, the body will go back to dust.  But this is merely the outer shell.  The life is in the soul.  God says the soul will live forever.

There are two destinies taught in the Bible – heaven and hell.  Those who believe on the Son of God, Jesus Christ, are assured of heaven.  Those who neglect Him or reject Him are assured of hell.  How can we be assured of heaven? – By inviting Jesus Christ, God’s beloved Son to become our Savior and Lord.  Then, daily follow Him: read His Word each day, spend time in prayer, and tell others about Him.  Maybe you say, “I don’t see it like you do.”  All right.  Do this much, will you?  Get serious about this, and pray daily, asking God to give you light to show you the truth.  Then, I would suggest that you spend as much time each day as you possibly can, reading the Gospel of John, the fourth Gospel in the New Testament.  Ask God to make these things clear to you, and I am sure He will.
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
