He Is There

I have heard a few people say, “There is no God.”  But never yet have I heard anyone prove it.  On the other hand, the proof for God’s existence is all around us in hundreds of ways.  How can anyone overlook such evidence?

Every once in a while, I meet someone who claims that he is an atheist.  I have a hard time making myself believe that there is such a person, for it seems to me that everybody worships some kind of god.  Now, it may be the sun, the moon, the stars; it may be himself; it may be his money, or it may be dozens of other gods we have heard about.  But how can anyone declare that there is no God?

The Bible says of such a one in Psalm 14:1 The fool hath said in his heart, there is no God.  

If you will look into Job 12:7 through to the end of the chapter, I think you will have to admit that these arguments are convincing.  Job is speaking about Creation.  And in the ninth verse he says, Who knoweth not in all these that the hand of the Lord hath wrought this?  Think of it.  How could all the intricacies of nature merely happen?  Such orderly creation demands a maker.  Nothing ever happens.

In Romans 1:20 God makes it clear that all we are able to see proves that there is a God.  For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead.  God is not visible, but His creation is.  Thus, God must exist.

I am convinced in my own heart that there is a God.  Why?  How do I know there is a God? - Because of the miracle of conversion.  I recall my own past life and what I was; but I trusted in Jesus Christ.  And even though I have never seen Jesus Christ, I believe the truth of the Scriptures, that Jesus is the Son of God who died for my sins, and by receiving Him into my life I was changed completely.  God performed a miracle in my life.  Atheism has no answer for one who is down in the dregs of sin and in need of supernatural help.

The Rev. Samuel Chadwick was conducting a service in a mission.  There were in the meeting some of the most notorious atheists and agnostics in the city.  “When I ascended the pulpit,” said Mr. Chadwick, “they sent a note requesting that instead of preaching a sermon I should give them my reasons for believing in Jesus Christ.  As simply and plainly as I could, I stated the reasons for my belief.  Then I added, ‘I know what some of you are thinking.  If discussions were allowed, what a chance you would have of picking me to pieces.  If you will come with me into the room behind the chapel, I will allow you to cross-examine me as much as you like.’”

Twelve of them accepted the invitation and stayed until 2 o’clock in the morning.  As they were leaving, Mr. Chadwick said to their leader, “You have asked me a great many questions.  Would you allow me to ask you just one?  In this city, there are hundred of men who have lost their manhood.  What do you propose to do with them?”  The leader hesitated for a moment.  And then, with a cynical smile he said, “Oh, I’ll make you the president of that lot.”  “But, why me?” Mr. Chadwick asked.  “Because,” he replied, “I am free to confess that if there is any hope for such people, it is to be found in the Christ you preach.”

You see, atheism has no answer for hopeless, degenerate people in need of redemption, but God has.  He has provided the answer in the person of His Son, Jesus Christ.

Maybe you cannot fully understand all the things the Bible has to say about Christ, such as His virgin birth, His purity of character, His power to perform miracles, His death, burial, resurrection, ascension, and glorious coming again.  Possibly, some of this seems incredible to you.  Let me ask you to do something.  Give Christ the chance to prove himself to you.  Say to him, “I am willing to receive you as my Savior and Lord.  But please show me that you are the Son of God.”  And He will show you.  If you are sincere in your prayer, He will show you.

We read in John 17:3, This is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.  In John 1:18 we read that the Son has declared (that means manifested) God the Father.  And in 1 John 5:20 the Apostle declared And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know Him that is true, and we are in Him that is true, even in His Son Jesus Christ.  This is the true God, and eternal life.  Did you hear that?  This is the true God, and eternal life.
Friend, don’t gamble with your soul.  One of these days, you must die.  Then what?  Maybe you don’t care.  You have excluded God from your thoughts.  The day may come when, in your last moments, God will be in your mind. 

In a large manufacturing town, a man lay on his deathbed.  While well and strong, he and his son professed to be infidels.  But under the test of his last days, his confidence in his unbelieving principles broke down.  There was nothing in them to sustain him.  His son desired that his father should die as he lived and went to fortify him and said, “Father, be a man and stick to it!”  “Son,” replied the father, “there is nothing to stick to.”  How true.

And what a warning to everyone listening to me, who has never yet received the Son of God into his life.  God declared in Hebrews 9:27, It is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment.  Whether you want to or not, whether you are willing to believe it or not, if you reject Jesus Christ, someday you will stand before God in judgment.  All your opinions regarding your “no god” theory will then be changed, but it will be too late.

It is for this reason that I urge you at this moment to come to Jesus Christ.  Invite Him into you life.  And then, get a Bible and read the Gospel of John.  Read as much as you can, daily, until you have completed this marvelous Gospel that tells of the life and ministry of the Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God.  I am sure; the Holy Spirit will make clear to you many things you do not understand.  God, the Holy Spirit, will enlighten your eyes, and you will say, “Praise God, I know that my Redeemer liveth.”  But it all begins by bowing before Jesus Christ to acknowledge our sinfulness and then by faith receiving Him as Savior and Lord.  I hope you will do that.  Don’t put this off.  I meet so many people who put it off, and then their heart becomes hard.  They are no longer interested.  The Spirit of God doesn’t deal with them anymore.  They go on in their own willful way, and die in their sin.  God loves you, dear friend.

I read in the Word of God that He so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Him should not perish, but have everlasting life.  God wants you to have everlasting life.  You won’t find it any other place, other than in the heart of the Son of God.  And, right now, He is speaking to you.  He wants you to come.  Perhaps you are debating this.  You are saying, “Well, maybe I should wait.  Maybe I should put this off a little longer.  I have gotten this far, I have lived this long, things have gone good, and I think maybe if I hold out a little more, I could make it.  Don’t you count on that?  Jesus died for your sins.  You’ll never be able to redeem yourself.  Nobody else will be able to redeem you.  For it is through Christ, by Him all that believe are justified from all things.  But it is only through Him.

So, I beg of you to make your decision for Him.  Christ loves you.  He proved it by going to the cross and dying for you, and He wants you to come to himself right now.  Whoever you are, whatever age you are, whatever color you are, God says, “Come.”  Come unto me all ye that labor and are heavy laden and I will give you rest.  Will you come right now?
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
