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Our God is often thought of as a nice, kindly, old gentlemen sitting in heaving, looking on, hoping things will get better.  Well, don’t you believe it.  Ours is a mighty God, possessing all power, able to do anything, and involved twenty-four hours a day, every day, fulfilling His inerrant and divine plan.

In John 2, we are told of Jesus being invited to a marriage feast.  The host was embarrassed greatly when he discovered that his wine supply was exhausted and his guests were in need of more wine.  But Jesus came to the rescue by instructing the servants to fill six water pots with water.  After they did, he said, “Take it to the one in charge of the marriage supper.”  They responded immediately, and the one directing the supper, after tasting it, concluded that it was the best wine he had ever tasted.

Before going further, I want to point out that the word for wine used in this passage could mean either the unfermented juice of the grape, or fermented juice.  In my mind, there is no question that Jesus did not provide intoxicating wine.  He who had declared in the Old Testament wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging, would certainly not contradict it in the New Testament.  This was actually a sparkling, satisfying juice from the grape.  The people had never tasted anything like this; it was so delicious.  There is no question about it in my mind.  Jesus performed a mighty miracle.  We read in John 2:11, This beginning of miracles did Jesus in Cana of Galilee, and manifested forth His glory; and His disciples believed on Him.

Though this was the beginning of miracles in Cana, it was not the end.  When Jesus Christ was on this earth, He performed miracles in many, many ways.  Thirty-eight of them are described in the Gospels.  He healed the sick, He touched the eyes of the blind and gave sight, He raised the dead, He provided food for the hungry, and in dozens of other ways He ministered to the needs of the people.

Now the question, - does Jesus Christ continue to perform miracles in our day?  You can be sure He does.  Anyone who has no room for the miraculous knows only a limited existence.  There are some people who tell us the day of miracles is past.  They actually need a miracle in their own lives.  It would certainly change their outlook.  The day of the mighty miracles of God has not passed.  He is still performing mighty miracles.

A preacher who had no interest in the miraculous was asked to explain how Jesus could feed the five thousand with five barley loaves and two small fish.  “Well,” he said, “that is very simple.  They were big loaves and big fish.”  I guess he was right.  I got out my calculator and did some figuring.  To feed each of the five thousand men, (and I am ignoring the fact that there were women and children present too, but lets think of the five thousand men) and just one sandwich per person, that would take five barley loaves weighing 166 pounds each.  And each of the two small fish we are told about in the Bible would have to be 100 feet long.  Then, you realize the little boy who provided this gift had carried it in a basket for quite a few miles.  He was pretty strong for a little boy, don’t you think?  How pathetic are the reasonings of some peoples when it comes to the truth of God’s Holy Word.

I like the little fellow’s definition of a miracle.  He said, “A miracle is something that takes place that nobody can figure out.”  Because we cannot figure it out does not mean that it did not take place.  Let’s not limit God, for He knows no limits.  We can put absolute confidence in Him.  We need not give up in anything.  What we cannot do, God can do.

This is why Paul said, I can.  I can what?  I can do all things.  How do you do all things, Paul?  Here is the answer, through Christ which strengtheneth me.  Paul knew the source of the believer’s power.  It is not in us.  Our help is in the name of the Lord, we are told.  It is God who does the mighty works.  This is why Jesus said in Matthew 17:20, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you. The implication here is that this faith is rooted and grounded in Jesus Christ.  It is because of who and what He is that the mountains and obstacles that surround us can crumble.

But as we are told in 2 Corinthians 5:7, we are to walk by faith, not by sight.  How often we walk by sight.  We believe only what we can see.  God is at work doing great and mighty things.  Don’t miss out on the things He is doing.  Get in on the miracles.  Trust the Lord and let Him prove Himself to you.  Put your whole confidence in Him.

What is it that has you worried sick?  Do you think God is dead?  Let me ask, do you really know Him?  Have you allowed Him to perform the greatest miracle of all, that of saving you for eternity?  If not, before you make a move, this is the next thing you should do.  Just simply bow your head right now and say, “Lord, I know I’m a sinner.  I know I need to be saved.  I realize that Jesus died for my sins, and right now I receive Him as my Savior and Lord.  God will enter your life.  And from this time on He will show you what great and mighty things He can do.  You will have to trust Him; you will have to believe Him – not for some things, but for everything.  God will not let you down.

Oh, He may not do things the way you think He should.  Don’t try to engineer God.  Don’t tell Him just how He should do it and when He should do it, and all this sort of thing.  Leave it up to God.  Say, “I want your will, I want your plan, Lord, for my life, whatever that may be.”  Just simply believe Him.  Lean on Him wholly and watch Him work.  There is no end to what He can do when we believe Him.  Take your eyes off the realm of what you can see and put your full trust in the One you cannot see.  And the great and mighty things of God will be seen.  But, be sure you have Christ in your life.

A lot of people go to church.  They think they are saved; they do nice things; they are nice people.  But they haven’t ever yet come to Christ and said, “Jesus, I recognize that I cannot save myself.  I ask you to come into my life and save me.  That’s where it all begins.  If you have never done it, do it now.
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
