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To look at the world and all the things that are happening, with crime and wickedness of every sort on the increase, some are asking, “Where is God? (If there is a God).” And, “Why doesn’t He do something?”  The answer is, He is doing something, and He will be doing much more.

There is a tendency to look at the world in which we live and, while recognizing the degeneracy of man, wonder why God does not move in and put things straight.  Let me just say, one of these days God is going to move in.  Jesus Christ is coming back to establish a perfect reign of peace and righteousness.  But up until that time, people will continue to be permitted to exercise the free will God gave them.

Of course, this will can only be exercised within the bounds of God’s plan.  I have known some people who feared, with all of our nuclear weapons, that man will blow up the earth.  Don’t you believe it?  According to the Scriptures, there is nothing in the Bible that allows for this.  Though God has endowed humans with free will, at the same time, there are certain limits within which the human will is allowed to be exercised.  Under no circumstances will the plan or purposes of God be hindered.

You may recall that early in the history of the human race there were those who conceived the idea of building a tower into the heavens.  They discovered how to make hard, insoluble brick, and in defiance of God’s command to disperse, immediately the discovery was used to bring about centralization of power.  This ambition has recurred again and again down through the centuries as godless leaders dreamed of a great world empire. But when the tower was built, God did not destroy it.  He simply confounded the language of the people and scattered them.  Man can only go so far in his rebellion, and then God moves in.

Nineteen hundred years ago, wicked unbelievers killed the Lord Jesus Christ and attempted to seal his body in a rock tomb.  But when it was God’s time, an angel of the Lord came and rolled back the stone door and sat upon it to show an unbelieving world that the Lord had risen from the dead.  God is never frustrated by the satanic devices of the unregenerate.

In 1588, an attempt was made to crush Protestant England with an invincible armada.  But a storm at sea wrecked the mighty fleet and the plans failed.  During World War I, there was another attempt to produce a world empire.  The forces of Kaiser Wilhelm II sought to bring the allies to their knees with a newly invented poisonous gas.  But a change in the wind turned the gas on their own soldiers and, thus, gave the allies opportunities to find protection.

Prior to World War II, another attempt was made to conquer the world, which ended in disaster.  Other nations have devised similar plans.  But they can never come to pass, because they are not God’s plan

We must keep in mind that God created the world and man.  The creation can never possibly destroy the Creator.  At His discretion, the Creator could destroy all of creation.  But God has a greater plan.  In His own time, the Lord Jesus Christ will return to this earth from heaven with His army of saints to destroy the armies of the Antichrist, who will gather together to make war with Him.

Following this, Christ will judge the nations of this earth and set up His righteous reign.  Still later, in God’s own time, the earth will be renovated by fire and will become the permanent abode of The New Jerusalem.  It will be heaven on earth, with no more lawlessness, bloodshed, or misery.

One of the grand old hymns of the church is entitled; This is My Father’s World.  The third stanza reads:


This is my Father’s world,


  O let me ne’er forget


That though the wrong seems oft so strong,


  God is the Ruler yet.


This is my Father’s world:


  The battle is not done;


Jesus who died shall be satisfied,


  And earth and heaven be one.

Thus, don’t ever get discouraged by what is going on now.  God isn’t through yet.  One of the distressing things that is happening before our eyes is the result of the perverted and sinful wills of unsaved people.  But every act of disobedience on the part of sinful humans is still within the control of the power of Almighty God.  No matter what takes place, those who trust in the Lord Jesus Christ can always say, in the words of the Psalmist as found in Psalm 46:1,2 God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble.  Therefore will not we fear, though the earth be removed, and though the mountains be carried into the midst of the sea.  Verse 1 of this 46th Psalm says God is.  It is never a case of God was, or God will be.  God is!  He mindful of every need and has everything under control.

The thrilling thing of it all is that not only is God in control of the Universe, He is in control of the individual problems of each of His born again children.

One time, a Christian had a discussion with an atheist.  The atheist asked, “Is God a great God or a little God?”  The Christian replied, “Both.”  “How can He be both?” asked the atheist.  The answer came, “He is so great that the heavens cannot contain Him, and so little that He dwells in my poor heart.”

Yes, God is a great God – so great that He created the Universe and sustains it daily.  But this same God, in all of His greatness, is concerned about every detail of our lives.  Those of us who have trusted in Jesus Christ for salvation may trust Him to meet every need.  Though there are times when we are prone to wonder why He does not do certain things that should be done, there is an answer to this.  He has His own plan.  No one can ever improve upon His plan.

This is why it is important that we rest in the will of God.  We are not to become distraught and discouraged.  Psalm 18:30 reads As for God, His way is perfect: the word of the Lord is tried: He is a buckler to all those that trust in Him.  God’s way is perfect.  It is never anything other than perfect.  This is why we can trust Him for all things.

But, maybe you do not know Him.  To you He is simply a God.  You cannot say, “He is my God,” because you have never met Him personally.  He wants you to know Him, friend.  That is why Christ died on the cross, so that you might have a way to God the Father.

1 Timothy 5:2 says, There is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.  When a person invites Jesus Christ to come into His life, He comes in immediately and the repentant sinner becomes a child of God forever.  Have you entered into this wonderful relationship?  If not, I hope you will at this moment.  I want to help you in every possible way.  Thus, I am going to ask you to bow your head and pray this simple prayer after me.  “Dear God, I know I am a sinner, but I believe that Jesus Christ died for my sins.  And at this very moment, I desire to turn from my sin and to receive Him as my Savior and Lord.”  And then tell God, “Thank you, Lord, for saving me.  In Christ’s name, Amen.”  Decide for Jesus Christ today.
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
