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Probably the most difficult thing for some people to do is to trust the Lord for all things.  In most cases, they can trust their loved ones, their friends, and even their neighbors - but the Lord?  Well, that’s another story.

The story is told of a vessel that was wrecked one stormy night by crashing on the rocks.  Everyone perished but one young fellow who was hurled by the waves on the jagged slopes of a towering ledge, where he managed to find a place of refuge.  Being not too far from the beach, he was seen in the morning by people who gathered to see the remains of the ship.  Rescuers rode out to the place where he clung.  Seriously ill from the cold and exposure, he was lifted carefully into the boat and brought ashore.  

Shortly after being nursed back to health he was asked, “Didn’t you tremble out there on the rock in all that storm?”  He replied slowly, “Tremble?  Sure I trembled.  But do you know, the rock never trembled once.”

Sometimes believers in Christ tremble.  But I want you to know, the rock of our salvation, Christ Jesus, never trembles. Christ our rock remains firm and secure.  David could say in Psalm 62:6 He only is my rock and my salvation: He is my defense; I shall not be moved.

We need never worry about tomorrow if we are in Jesus Christ, for there are three things which Jesus never did: He never worried, He never hurried, and He never doubted the outcome.  This reminds me of what He said in Luke 12:22-23.  Be not anxious for your life, what ye shall eat; nor for your body what he shall put on.  For life is more than the food, and the body more than the raiment. 

From these words I offer four conclusions on the subject of worry. 

First, worry is needless.  Jesus said in Luke 12:24 Consider the ravens: for they neither sow nor reap; which neither have storehouse nor barn; and God feedeth them: how much more are ye better than the birds?

Secondly, worry is hopeless, verses 25,26.  And which of you with taking thought can add to his stature one cubit?  If ye then be not able to do that thing which is least, why take ye thought for the rest?

Thirdly, worry is faithless, verse 28.  If God so clothed the grass, which is today in the field, and tomorrow is cast into the oven; how much more will he clothe you, O ye of little faith?

And fourth, worry is useless, verses 29,30.  And seek not ye what ye shall eat, or what he shall drink neither be ye of doubtful mind.  For all these things do the nations of the world seek after: and your Father knoweth that ye have need of these things.

Realize it.  Worry is needless, worry is hopeless, worry is faithless, worry is useless.

Someone has well said, “Worry is interest paid on trouble before it is due.”  Maybe I am speaking to someone who knew the Lord at one time, but you have drifted away.  You have grown cold to the greatest Friend you ever had in this world.  You have been neglecting Him.  You haven’t prayed for many months, or possibly even years.  You haven’t been to church for a long, long time.  You have lost something – something very wonderful and valuable.  That is why your life is such a disaster.  God may be saying to you, in the words of Revelation 2:4 Nevertheless I have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left thy first love.  Surely you agree that you are the loser.

A little boy was on his way home from Sunday school when he lost his little printed card with the memory verse.  The verse that day was Mark 11:22 Have faith in God.  Upon his arrival home, he discovered his loss and cried out to his mother, Mommy, mommy, I lost my faith in God!  Maybe you lost your faith in God.  If you have, you lost everything, for God says in 1 John 5:4,5.  This is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.  Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?

Our Lord said in Revelation 3:18 I counsel thee to buy of me gold tried in the fire, that thou mayest be rich; and white raiment, that thou mayest be clothed.  He says in verse 20 Behold I stand at the door and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.

God wants to give you back your faith.  Are you willing to let Him have His way in your life?  Whatever your misery, whatever your sorrow, whatever you condition, Christ is the answer.  Confess your sins to Him and claim His forgiveness, and you will enter into new life, blessed life, the only kind of life to live on this side of heaven.

I urge you, dear friend, not to put this off.  I find so many people who say, “Not today, tomorrow.”  And for them, tomorrow never comes.  They keep putting Christ off, putting Him off, and the day never seems to come when they find life in Him.

It’s not a burden to be a Christian, it’s a blessing.  That’s why I urge you to come to the Savior now.  I want you to enjoy what I did not enjoy for twenty-one years.  I, like many people, groped about in sin – grasping here, grasping there, looking here, looking there – trying to find something that would satisfy my empty heart.  I never found it until that night.  Reading John 3 in my bedroom, I discovered the answer.  Jesus Christ said, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the Kingdom of God.  I was born again that night, as I called on God to save me through Christ.  And it has been wonderful ever since.  Let Jesus come into your heart.
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
