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I had a professor in Bible school that used to say, “Man is an animal, as religious as he dare be.”  Religious?  Yes, most people are religious, but few people really know the Lord.  Why?  They are spiritually uninformed and they know very little or nothing about God’s Holy Word, the Bible.

There is an ever increasing number of people who have no interest whatsoever in the truth of God.  I did not say they are not interested in religion.  Everybody seems to have a religion of some kind.  What I said was, they have no interest in the truth of God.  The reason for this is that they are spiritually uninformed.  Why? - Because they take no time to investigate or examine the truth of God.  And what is this book? – The Bible.  

“But,” someone may reply, “Where did you get the idea that the Bible is the truth of God?”  Let me ask you a question – Where did you get the idea that the Bible is not the truth of God?  You say there are other books that present the truth of God.  They do?  How do you know?  Have you examined them?  Have you checked them out?  Furthermore, have you given the Bible a fair trial?  Have you read it through at least once? 

I have read the Bible through many, many times.  I could give you a number of reasons why I know the Bible is the truth of God.  I am convinced that people are unhappy and distraught today, basically because of being spiritually uninformed.  They don’t take time to search the Scriptures to get the message God has for them.  Many of them go to church once a week and trust someone else to do what they ought to be doing themselves.  If you are one of these individuals, I urge you to change your course.

One reason there is so much spiritual ignorance in the pew, is because of the widespread apostasy in the pulpit.  There are many wolves appearing in sheep’s clothing.  I meet people wherever I go who declare, rather apologetically, that they are members of a church where the truth of God is not being proclaimed from the pulpit.  They have a pastor who boldly asserts that the Bible is not the Word of God, and in his own superficial way he makes it mean whatever he wants it to mean.

Personally, I don’t believe if one is truly born again that he has any right wasting God’s time and God’s money, sitting in a church like this.  Oh, I know all about his mother and father attending that church for years and the importance of being loyal.  But this is not the real issue.  If you are not one of the spiritually uninformed, then if you know and love Jesus Christ, you ought to be studying the Scriptures every day of your life.  Anybody who searches the Bible will soon come to the conclusion that they cannot possibly support apostasy, and at the same time honor the Lord.

People say to me, “Well, our pastor doesn’t preach the truth, but he is such a likeable sort of fellow, I don’t want to hurt his feelings.”  You would do better to hurt his feelings than to grieve the Holy Spirit and rebel against the Lord you profess to love by supporting apostasy.  

Be sure, because a man says a few nice things about God on Sunday morning, that is no evidence that he has really met Him.  And because he is religious is no proof that he has been born again.  I urge you to give serious thought to what I am saying, because the time is coming - and I believe it is soon - when the wheat will be divided from the chaff.  

The condition in some of our organized churches today is getting worse and worse.  I can remember, right after I was saved as a young man, how apostasy was moving into our mainline denominations.  It was serious then, but that was mild as compared to the condition of some of our denominations today.  I believe the time is coming, and it does not appear to be too distant, when true believers will be assembling in little groups in homes, to break the bread and drink the juice of the grape, while giving praise to God.  They will realize their great error of pouring millions of dollars into bricks and mortar, while overlooking their first responsibility of worldwide evangelization for Jesus Christ.  No longer will they be interested in religious entertainment.  They will have the supreme objectives of glorifying the Lord Jesus Christ and winning the lost to Christ.

Anybody who has read the Bible consistently knows that this age will end with a time of great tribulation.  Those that believe and trust in the Lord will be persecuted and martyred.  But from the 

Book of the Revelation we learn that, as always, God will have His faithful witnesses whom He will preserve to proclaim the truth fearlessly and courageously. 

But why should we wait until then.  Why not take a stand for Jesus Christ right now and pour all our efforts into the work of God?  I firmly believe, if all the people who say they know the Lord were to really get serious about obeying and following our crucified, risen, coming again Christ, we could easily turn the world upside down for Christ.  It has been done in the past and it could be done again.

If you are in a church where God’s Word is not taught, let me ask you, do you really love your church more than you love Jesus Christ?  Is prestige more important than humbling yourself in the sight of God?  Do you honor and respect the Book of Books, the Word of God, the Bible?  If you do, you will not be satisfied with that which is not true bread - the bread of life.  If your soul is to be fed, there is only one kind of food that will satisfy.  It is the heavenly manna as found in the word of the living God.

David said in Psalm 119:97 O how I love thy law! It is my meditation all the day.  Do you love the Word of God?  Then, when you worship, you will want to hear the Word of God expounded.  Don’t waste your time feeding on that which is not bread.  But even worse, it could be poison for your soul. 

If you are a child of God, I urge you to yield your life afresh to Jesus Christ and promise Him that by His grace you will walk the narrow road, regardless of the cost. 

Sometimes, we lose friends; even the affections of loved ones.  But it is worth it all to take up your cross and follow Jesus Christ.

If you have never taken Christ into your life, God bids you to come to Him at this moment.  Don’t wait, for delay could bring disaster.  He promises, He that heareth my Word and believeth on Him that sent me hath everlasting life.  Will you, at this moment, claim Jesus Christ as your Savior and Lord?  Don’t put off your decision any longer because the Bible teaches that you are lost and you need to be rescued.  So, now is the time.  The door is open.  Will you enter by saying “Yes, Lord Jesus, I receive you as my Savior and Lord.  I am willing to turn away from my sin to follow you.”  God will meet you.
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
