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When you have a task to do, are you like some people who put it off until a later time?  This isn’t too serious for some things, but for others it is important to get it done as soon as possible.  Especially is this true when it comes to preparing for one’s eternal welfare.

How often a parent will give a child an order and the child, being preoccupied with something commanding his attention, will reply halfheartedly, “All right, in a minute.”  After about 15 minutes, the order is repeated, since there has been no response, but with a little more directness.  But again, “All right! I said in a minute!”  About this time, the parent’s patience has been exhausted and the fireworks begin. 

But have you ever thought, when it comes to responding to God’s invitation to salvation, parents and older people are like little children.  They are involved in doing things – some important, and some unimportant.  And even though God declares in His word Behold now is the day of salvation, subconsciously they reply, “All right, someday.”

God speaks to them in various ways, through sickness, sorrow, bereavement – and each time they hear His voice, their intentions are revived, but there is no action.  God says in Genesis 6:3 My spirit shall not always strive with man.  God is patient, loving, kind, and good; but He will not wait forever.  When He says now, He doesn’t mean 20 years from now.  When He says the day of salvation is today, He doesn’t mean tomorrow.  God wants you to get saved right now so you can enjoy His very best in life, not His second best or His third best.  This is why He sent His Son to die on the cross for your sins, that you might have deliverance, and with salvation through Christ possess His peace and joy.

One of the familiar and popular words all around the world is tomorrow.  It continues to be popular when related to spiritual things.  How many people there are who know the way of salvation through Jesus Christ, who are putting God off with the thought of tomorrow.  They plan to get right with God someday, but not today.

Have you ever realized that there is no such day as tomorrow? Actually, tomorrow does not exist.  If it should come for you, it will be today.  That is why God says in Proverbs 27:1 Boast not thyself of tomorrow.  Don’t plan on being saved tomorrow when no one knows what the next 24 hours will bring.

An 84-year-old man in California was going fishing with his friend.  As the 84-year-old gentleman stepped down into the boat at 3 a.m. to go fishing, his friend asked: “How do you feel today?”  He replied, “I feel wonderful.  I’m going to live to be 100.”  And as he said that, he feel into the arms of his friend, dead from a heart attack.

Of course, we probably say, this could never happen to me.  Friend, we don’t know what will happen to us.  This is why it is so important that we act upon God’s Word right now, as He says in Isaiah 1:18.  Come now, and let us reason together, saith the Lord: though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool.  Be sure, there is no salvation after death.  Don’t think for a minute there is some other way God hasn’t told us about.  God has given us the whole story in the Bible.

Thus, you can be saved right now, if you want to be.  Regardless of how deep in sin you might have gone, God will forgive you.  And He will cleanse you from all sin and save you for eternity.  He will give you new desires and aspirations, but you must be willing to do business with Him.

For some years, my wife and I and family lived in St. Louis, Missouri, where in Forest Park was what was known as the Jewel Box.  This huge building was filled with beautiful flowers and shrubbery – a most unusual display to behold.  I shall never forget the words, which were engraved in concrete outside the Jewel Box.  “Hours and flowers soon fade away.”  For every one of us, the hours are fading away.

Some of you listening to me at this moment are only hours from death.  But at the same time, it can be hours from eternal life with Jesus Christ if you have claimed Him as your Savior and Lord.  But if you die without Jesus Christ, God says very clearly in His Word, your destination is eternal hell, where you will be forever separated from the love of God.

It is hard for me to fathom that.  But that’s what God says, friend.  It’s there; it’s in the Book.  Don’t gamble with your soul.  You insure your life; you insure your furniture, your home, and your business.  What about your soul?  One of these days, your life will be gone.  Your furniture will deteriorate.  Even your house will not last forever.  But your soul will never die.  God says in Mark 8:36,37 What shall it profit a man, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?  Or what shall a man give in exchange for his soul?
I have more than insurance to offer for your soul – I have assurance.  The Lord Jesus said in John 5:24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on Him that sent Me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.  Did you hear that word, hath?  That’s present tense.  Right now, you can have everlasting life.  It can be your possession.  God gives you this assurance in the Word.  Nobody will be able to take it from you; you can’t lose it; it is secure in Christ if you call upon Christ and claim Him as your Savior and Lord.

Will you do it right now, if you never have, wherever you are?  You may be at home or at work.  You may be driving your car down the highway.  Pull over to the side for a minute and pray this simple prayer: “Dear God, I know that I am a sinner, deserving eternal hell.  But I also know that Christ died for my sins, and at this moment I claim Him as my Savior and Lord.”

God will hear your prayer, and He will come into your life in the person of Christ.  Then you can trust Him for everything as you read the Bible and pray daily.  After you receive Christ, tell others about Him and find a good Bible-teaching church where the Scriptures are taught.
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
