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How do people go through life not knowing and trusting Jesus Christ to guide and direct them in all their ways?  Well, I need only ask myself, how did I do it for the first twenty-one years of my life?  I’ll tell you, it wasn’t easy, and I would never want to do it again.

I’ve never been able to quite figure out how anyone can say there is no such person as God.  One need only look about him at all the beauties of nature to perceive the fact of a mind and power that made these wonders possible.  Many centuries ago, the Psalmist declared the fool hath said in his heart, there is no God.  Notice that the fool says this in his heart.  Small wonder that Jeremiah declared the heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked.  One’s heart is never more deceitful than when it prompts an individual to declare there is no God.

We read in the Bible the heavens declare the glory of God, and the heavens showeth His handiwork.  The Lord has not stopped with nature alone as a proof as His existence.  He sent His only begotten Son, Jesus Christ, into the world to make known the fact of God.  Coming in the plan of God to fulfill the purposes of God, Christ who is one with the Father entered the world - not to live, primarily, but to die for the sin of the world.

Realizing man’s helplessness in paying for his sins because of his sinful nature, God the Father sent God the Son that lost and dying men and women might be saved and have everlasting life.  To be sure, Christ did not come into the world to teach us how to live.  He came to provide for a greater need – to provide eternal salvation, so that all that believe on Him and receive Him as Savior and Lord might be eternally saved.

It is even as He declared in John 5:24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on Him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.  Yes, my dear friend, you may believe it.  There is a God, and this God loves you.

To prove this fact, He died on the cross for your sins that you might believe and be saved.  If you have never received Him into your life, I beseech you to do so at this moment.  Do not look for another way of salvation, for there is none.  Our blessed Lord knew there was no other way by which sinners could be saved except that He must bear their sins, take their place, die in their stead, and rise again to make good in them what He had accomplished for them.  Only by this means could the God of the universe righteously justify and save each guilty sinner who trusts in the person and in the work of His beloved Son.

We read in God’s Word, justified freely by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus.  Each one who has humbly confessed Christ as Savior and Lord can sing with jubilance:

 The storm that bowed thy blessed head is hushed forever now,

 And rest divine is mine instead whilst glory crown thy brow.

If you have received Jesus Christ into your life and He is your God, then your next responsibility is to trust Him for all things.  How feeble is our faith at times.  We worry, rather than lean upon the everlasting arms.  Do you remember the occasion when Jesus invited His disciples to go with Him to a desert place?  In Mark 6:31 He said, Come ye yourselves apart into a desert place.  Anyone who has ever crossed the desert knows that such a journey is not to be anticipated.

This was even more true in the days of our Lord when it was a hot, treacherous journey, sometimes meaning even death.  For the Christian, there are occasions when Christ still invites us to the desert place.  We don’t know why we must suffer so.  We can’t understand the sickness or the confusion that has come into our homes.  But do you want to know something, dear friend?  When we go into the desert place with the Lord Jesus Christ, He can make it blossom as a rose.  Actually, He removes the desert when He is there.  It may have been a desert place immediately before.  But if He leads you and me into it, His blessed presence makes it anything but a desert.

We may be called to look forward to times of trial and difficulty.  And we may be asked to go with Christ into places that may be as a desert.  But when we come up to it, it will be no desert, for the companionship of Jesus will make it a precious thing to be in the wilderness with Him.  There is not one single place where He may lead us that will not become a place of blessing, teaching, sweetness, and power when He is with us.  Remember, if you are a child of God, He is God to you.  He knows of no limitations and He still works miracles.

In 2 Corinthians 5:7 we read that we are to walk by faith and not by sight.  We must not permit the wicked one to instill doubts within our minds.  Never let him suggest that your problem cannot be solved.  You belong to Jesus.  He can rout out the enemy.  Maybe you are ill and you are wondering why you had to be laid aside.  You were active and busy for God, and now you can do practically nothing other than pray, and because of pain you seem to be able to do only very little of that.  God knows your condition.  He knows, too, the moment it will be eliminated.  For He is the one who will eliminate it.  You can’t do it, but He can.

What then is your responsibility?  To believe Him with all your heart.  Even as He says in Proverbs 3:5,6 Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.  In all thy ways acknowledge Him, and He shall direct thy paths.
Maybe, in your affliction, God has some special message He wants to give you.  You were busy.  Yes, but it could be your were too busy to listen.  As the word of the Lord came to Jonah long ago, God is concerned that the word of the Lord might come to you.  Oftentimes, in our illnesses, or so-called reverses, the word of the Lord becomes more precious to us than it had been for many months.

I hope, dear friend, that you really know Jesus in your heart, because this is where it all begins.  Many people go through the motions.  They say they believe; they say they are Christians.  But their works prove otherwise; they fail to trust the Lord.  All goes well and then they are happy.  But when things turn in the opposite direction, they are unhappy because they don’t know how to trust God and believe Him because, basically, they have never definitely invited Christ to come into their heart.

So I urge you, if you never have, turn to Him right now and say, “Jesus, I want to be saved.  Come into my life and save me.”  And He will.
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
