A poll was taken of an adult section of our population. It may be that you have been too busy to think about God.  You are not really against God, but guilty of the evil of neglecting God.  This is a tragic mistake.  Has your business become your God?  Is your family your God?  What is it that is turning your attention from the most important decision in life?

God says in Exodus 20:3 Thou shalt have no other Gods before me.  What are you putting before God? – moneymaking, pleasure, your social life?  Do not be guilty of the most horrible mistake anyone could make, that of rejecting Jesus Christ.
