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Do you know what the greatest experience is that anyone can have in life? – To become rich?  No, - to have good health?  No, - to get married?  No.  All of these are excellent, but the greatest experience one can have in life is to get saved and have all his sins forgiven.

When eight persons were asked by a San Francisco Newspaper inquiring photographer, “Do you believe in miracles?” seven of the eight answered “Yes.”  The person who answered in the negative replied, “I think a belief in miracles affords a convenient leaning post for the weak.  Good results come only from proper analysis of the facts and downright effort.  A good honest effort will produce better results than sitting around waiting for a miracle.”

May I ask, how much good honest effort on the part of man resulted in the creation of the universe of which we are a part?  What part did man play in his original creation?  The person who does not believe in miracles has some impossible explaining to do.  I was delighted when I read the answer one person gave to the inquiring photographer’s question.  He said, “Yes, the miracle of being here is proof of that.  The whole system of life on earth is a miracle.  The birth of Jesus is the greatest miracle of all, and the birth of a baby is a miracle beyond comprehension.”

Friend, only God can create a universe.  In Genesis 1:1 we read, In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  Only God could form man from the dust of the ground and breathe into his nostrils the breath of life, as we read in Genesis 2:7.  And, as the gentleman said, “the birth of Jesus is the greatest miracle of all.”  He is God as well as man.  God manifest in the flesh is the way the Apostle Paul states that miracle in 1 Timothy 3:16.  He is the One who is Jehovah Savior.  He offered Himself in sacrifice for sinners.  He paid the price for our redemption by His atoning death and resurrection.  He saves all who come to Him by faith and assures them that their sins are forgiven and that they are delivered from the just, judgment of God.  Every genuine conversion is a miracle of God’s love and grace.

Let me ask you.  Have you experienced this miracle?  Have you taken Jesus Christ into your life, and are you saved?  Of course, no one has ever been saved against his own will.  A person, to enter into the joy of salvation, must will to be saved.  But before he can will to be saved, he must recognize his need of salvation.  Nobody has ever been saved without realizing that he needed a Savior.  This is reasonable.

I read a newspaper article, written by The Alcoholic’s Anonymous organization.  In the article, it stated that there are a number of steps the alcoholic must take if he is to be helped.  First, he must freely admit that he is an alcoholic and alcohol has him down.  Then, he must admit that he needs help, and he must say that he wants help.  How similar this is to the way of salvation.  Before the Lord saves a sinner, he must admit that he is a sinner and that sin has him down.  Then he must admit that he is helpless to save himself, and he must allow Jesus Christ to save Him.

The newspaper article also stated that wives write and ask if there is some way their husband could be helped, even if they would not admit that they were alcoholics.  These women were told plainly that it is practically impossible to try to cure those who will not admit that they are ill.

In the same manner, the only people the Lord Jesus came to save is sinners.  He distinctly said in Luke 5:32, I came not to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.  

Further, we read in 1 Timothy 1:15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners.  Christ did not die for good people who feel they can save themselves.  He died for the sins of those who will to be saved.

The publican, recognizing his desperate need, cried out, God, be merciful to me a sinner.  Notice our Lord’s comment on this in Luke 18:14.  I tell you, this man went down to his house justified.  If a person will not recognize his need of salvation and admit that he is a sinner, he cannot be saved.

Doubtless, you will readily admit that you have committed sin in your life.  What you may not know is there is only one way to get rid of your sin and that is the way God has stated in Romans 10:9, 10.  That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised Him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.  For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.
Any amount of money you may give to the church is not satisfactory.  For salvation, it is Christ who saves.  You may have the wisdom of Solomon, the patience of Job, the meekness of Moses, the strength of Samson, the obedience of Abraham, the compassion of Joseph, the tears of Jeremiah, the poetic skill of David, the prophetic voice of Elijah, the carriage of Daniel, the greatness of John the Baptist, the endurance and love of the Apostle Paul; but you still need redemption through Christ’s blood, the forgiveness of sin according to the riches of His grace.

It was Spurgeon who said, “If a man knows just two things – himself a sinner, and Christ the Savior – he will be scholar enough to go to heaven.

What I am talking about concerns a miracle.  It is the miracle of salvation.  The moment one realizes his sinful condition and calls upon Christ for salvation, a miracle is performed in his life.  Not only can God change a person’s conduct, but his personality as well.  One may be bitter, profane, unkind, jealous, or hateful.  But when he sincerely calls on Christ, God performs a miracle in his life and he becomes a changed person.  Second Corinthians 5:17 states it clearly.  Therefore, if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.
This is a wonderful experience.  And when you come to Christ and trust in Him, you can be sure you are on your way to heaven.  Friend, have you ever trusted Him?  Do you know you are saved?  This is for everyone.  It matters not what the past has been.  You may be a terrible, deceitful scoundrel, a horrible wretch, a lustful prostitute, a selfish thief, or scores of other things.  But if you call on Jesus Christ and ask Him to come into your life and save you, he will do it immediately.  If you never have, do it right now.  God will meet you.
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
