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Since God created sex, doesn’t everyone have a right to use it as he sees fit?  Aren’t we in control of our own bodies?  What right do some people have to tell us what is and what isn’t right?

Various lies are being spread these days in an effort to relax and, in some cases, even abolish moral standards.  We are told that the culture in which we live should determine whether a thing is right or wrong. When a society embraces this view, it will soon be a society of animals rather than humans.  God has given us a standard that does not change with the times, but is eternally the same.  The standard is His Word, the Holy Bible.

Furthermore, we hear talk that as long as two people love each other, it matters not what their sexual behavior may be.  Whatever they consent to do is perfectly in order.  What a concept of love this is!  True love, as taught in the Word of God, is pure love.  Never does it exploit others for selfish lust and gratification.  Our young people are being told that they should not repress their natural appetites, for this could create serious personality conflicts and inhibitions.  

When one takes Christ into his life, he has the Holy Spirit to enable him to control the lusts of the flesh.  In fact, one of the fruits of the spirit is self-control.  One need not give himself to the lusts of the flesh, which are bringing ruination to many of our young people.  Further, we are told that abnormal sex behavior is not sin but sickness.  This is intended to remove the offender from any moral responsibility whatsoever.  All he needs, you see, is treatment.  What a perversion of the truth this is.  In the Old Testament, many of these crimes were punishable by death.  Did God punish sick people by death?

We are told too, that various forms of sexual sin should be legalized.  Doubtless, in the days ahead, we shall see much legislation along this line.  But be sure, God’s laws are not subject to repeal.  As long as man chooses sin, even though he legalizes it, he will reap the suffering and anxiety that goes along with it. 

Sexual sins are not without their judgment in this life.  Venereal diseases, AIDS, personality conflicts, depression, unsuccessful marriages, divorce, guilt complexes, and often suicide are only a few of the results of uncontrolled sexual behavior.  

But beyond this, the worst is yet to come because God says in Galatians 6:7, 8 Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.  For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.  The person who commits sexual sin is sowing to the flesh.  Sowing to the flesh can only produce eternal death, separation from God in the throes of hell.

God created man and woman and commanded them to be fruitful and multiply.  Now, sex is good; sex is of God if used according to the Word of God.  God’s Word distinguishes between the use of sex and its abuse.  The only proper use of sex is within the marriage relationship.  All other sexual relationships are sinful and will receive their just reward.

God says in 1 Corinthians 7:2 to avoid fornication, let every man have his own wife, and let every woman have her own husband.  And in Hebrews 13:4 we are told that Marriage is honorable in all, and the bed undefiled: but whoremongers and adulterers God will judge.
There are three principal forms of sexual relationships being practiced outside the normal union of husband and wife, which are classified in the Scriptures as abuse.  They are fornication, adultery, and homosexuality.  Fornication has to do with illicit relationships between unmarried persons.  Sometimes, it refers to other forms of immorality as well.  Christ informs us that this sin is the result of a corrupt heart.  In Mark 7:21 He says For from within, out of the heart of men, proceed evil thoughts, adulteries, fornications.  Adultery is the unlawful intercourse with another person’s spouse.  The Pharisee, in his prayer in Luke 18:11, boasted that he was not as other men were who were adulterers.  Homosexuality is sexual relationships between persons of the same sex.  Let me read to you what God has said in His Word regarding homosexuals in Leviticus 20:13.  If a man lieth with mankind, as he lieth with a woman, both of them have committed an abomination: they shall surely be put to death; their blood shall be upon them.  In Romans 1:26,27 we read For this cause God gave them up unto vile affections: for even their women did change the natural use into that which is against nature: and likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned in their lust one toward another; men with men working that which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves that recompence of their error which was meet.  God gave these people up and let them burn in their lust and reap the consequences.

The body was never created for immorality, but for holiness.  The body is not for selfish abuse, but for the glory of the Lord.  We were created in the likeness and image of Almighty God.  When one believes in Christ, his body becomes the temple of the Holy Spirit and never is he to condescend to the wickedness of the flesh.  He is a member of the body of Jesus Christ.  It is unthinkable that the members of Christ should become members of a prostitute.

There are some who profess Christ who seem to have no control of their bodies.  I well doubt that these people have ever met Christ, for anyone who comes to Christ and permits Him to control the life has the privilege of enjoying Christ’s victory over sin.

Should you be one who has given himself to lust, may I tell you there is forgiveness and salvation through Jesus Christ.  If you will sincerely receive Christ into your life with a willingness to turn from your sin, you will be delivered from the guilt of your sin and flee from its power.  Not only this, Christ will give you the strength to overcome future sin.  Your help is in Him.  Turn to Him, if you never have, and find deliverance from all temptation and sin.
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
